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Beloved Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The Eparchy of Mississauga is entering into its sixth year of
existence. Down through these years, God has been exceptionally kind
and generous to us and our trust in Him has been reciprocated with
abundance of  blessings. I gratefully remember all those who have
enthusiastically participated in the activities of  our Eparchy – priests,
religious, and laity. Let us stand together and pray to God that our
Eparchy should grow in line with divine will.

It is true that this period marked by the COVID-19 pandemic is
filled with disappointment and loneliness. But we should make it an
opportunity to deepen ourselves in faith and to march on with our lives
trusting fully in His providence. As we celebrate October as the ‘month
of  holy rosary’ may our main intention for the complete recovery of  the
world from COVID-19.

As we are going through a lean patch of  our life, let us reflect on
our lives meditating upon the crisis Mother Mary had to face. From the
event of Annunciation, there were a series of crises in the life of Mother
Mary. She conceives before marriage, delivers her baby in a Manger,
runs as a refugee with her child, listens to the Prophet Simon that “a
sword will pierce your own soul too” (Luke 2:35); following her son in
the way of  his cross, witnessing her own son’s crucifixion, death, and
burial. What more does a mother need to suffer? She gets through all
these sufferings with the utmost trust in God.

Through all of  these sufferings, Mother Mary becomes a perfect
model for how to embrace the day to day realities. The whole world is

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going through the most excruciating crisis of  our lifetime – Disease,
Death, Financial crunches, Loss of  job, Lack of  employment, Anxiety
about the post-COVID life situation - these are passing a big question
mark in our personal and social life.  May this be an opportunity for us
to place ourselves totally under Divine Providence just as Mother Mary
did. May we realize that it is God who controls everything, nothing
happens without His knowledge. Mother Mary is our role model in all
these. She is our strong hold and fortress. Let us arm ourselves with the
most powerful weapon, the Rosary.

In the month of  October, to get rid of  the clutches of  pandemic
let us focus on the rosary as our family prayer. I urge Rev Fathers to
have the Rosary in parishes/ mission centers in this rosary month by
observing all the COVID safety measures. Let us have the Solemn
rosary for at least 10 days, as we used to do every year.

In the month of  October, we also celebrate ‘World Mission
Sunday.’ This year Mission Sunday falls on October 18.  “Church is
missionary by her very nature.” (Ad Gentes 2) She preaches the Good
News incessantly. Every baptized Christian is bound to take part in this
missionary vocation of  the Church. Everyone is responsible to preach
the Good News and bear witness to Jesus in his or her life situation,
workplaces, and social domain, etc.

There is also an urgent need for ‘New-Evangelization’. It should
begin in our personal lives and then be carried to our own family, the
community who do not know Jesus or those who refuse to acknowledge
him. Our profound and fruitful Christian life should guide them to a
Christ-centered life.

Along with preaching the Good News, we have a missionary
responsibility of  Christian charity too. As St James reminds, “So, faith
by itself, has no works, is dead” (2:17). It is a period of  turmoil and
agony for many families. We have to identify those who are having a
hard time and make arrangements to help them get through this lean
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patch of life. With this purpose in mind, the Eparchy has been
coordinating and monitoring various relief measures through the
formation of  the COVID CRISIS MANAGEMENT TEAM at the
parish, forane, and eparchy level and is actively involved in this mission.
Let us be more alert during this second wave.

Jesus, before breathing his last, gave the best gift, his own mother
to the world. In this mother, we find trust and consolation during our
agonies. Let us face this crisis of  life boldly holding on to Mother Mary.
Let us prepare ourselves to preach the Good News in any hard situation
of  life, drawing inspiration from our Mother, the Mother of
Evangelization.

The classes are hosted over Zoom platform. All teachers are dedicated
to their mission of  faith formation for our younger generation. Classes for
Grade 1 to Grade 11 are being held on a weekly basis whereas kindergarten
students have their sessions once in every three weeks with activities posted
on a weekly basis.

The virtual meeting gives a
platform for families to communicate and socialize thereby helping to maintain
the same level of bond between the ward members even during the pandemic
time.
