Dear young people,

Once again I would like to take you by the hand and walk with you
on the spiritual pilgrimage that leads to the 2023 World Youth Day in Lisbon.

Last year’s Message, which I signed shortly before the pandemic broke
out, had as its theme: “Young man, I say to you, arise!” (cf. Lk. 7:14). In his
providence, the Lord was already preparing us for the grave challenge we
were about to experience.

Everywhere in the world, we suffered the loss of so many of our
dear ones and experienced social isolation. The health emergency was a
particular setback for you young people, for your life is naturally directed
outwards: to school or university, to work and social gatherings.  You found
yourselves in difficult situations that you were not used to facing. Those who
found it harder, or lacked support, felt disoriented. We saw a rise in family
problems, unemployment, depression, loneliness and addictive behaviour,
to say nothing of growing stress, tensions, outbursts of anger and increased
violence.

 Yet, thank God, this was only one side of  the coin. The experience
showed us our fragility, but it also revealed our virtues, including our inclination
to solidarity.  All over the world, we saw great numbers of  individuals,
including many young people, helping to save lives, sowing seeds of hope,
upholding freedom and justice, and acting as peacemakers and bridge builders.

MESSAGE OF HIS HOLINESS POPE FRANCIS
FOR THE XXXVI WORLD YOUTH DAY

21 November 2021

“Stand up. I appoint you as a witness of
what you have seen.” 

(cf. Acts 26:16)
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Whenever a young person falls, in some sense all humanity falls. Yet it
is also true that when a young person rises, it is as if  the whole world rises as
well.  Young people, what great potential you have in your hands! What great
strength you have in your hearts!

 Today too, God is saying to each one of  you: “Arise!” I fervently hope
that this Message may help us prepare for new times and a new page in the
history of  humanity.  Yet we cannot begin anew without you, dear young
people. If our world is to arise, it needs your strength, your enthusiasm, your
passion. I would like, then, to meditate with you on the passage of the Acts
of  the Apostles where Jesus says to Saint Paul: “Arise! I have appointed you
to testify to what you have seen” (cf. Acts 26:16).

Paul’s Witness Before the King

 The verse that has inspired the theme of  the 2021 World Youth Day
is taken from the testimony of Paul before King Agrippa following his
imprisonment. Paul, formerly the enemy and persecutor of  Christians, is now
on trial precisely for his faith in Christ. Some twenty-five years later, the apostle
recounted the story of his fateful encounter with Christ.

 Paul states that he persecuted Christians, until one day while travelling
to Damascus to arrest some of them, a light “brighter than the sun” shone
around him and his companions (cf. Acts 26:13). He alone, however, heard
“a voice”: the voice of Jesus who spoke to him, calling him by name.

Saul! Saul!

 Let us take a closer look at this event. By calling Saul by name, the
Lord made him realize that he knew him personally. It was as if  he said: “I
know who you are and what you are up to; even so, I am speaking directly to
you”. Twice, the Lord calls Paul by name as the sign of  an important special
vocation; so he had earlier done with Moses (cf. Ex 3:4) and Samuel (cf. 1
Sam 3:10). Falling to the ground, Saul realizes that he is witnessing a theophany,
a powerful divine revelation that throws him into confusion, but does not
destroy him. Instead, he finds himself called by name.

 Only a personal and non-anonymous encounter with Christ changes
lives. Jesus shows that he knows Saul very well, “inside out”. Even though
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Saul is a persecutor, even though his heart is full of hatred for Christians,
Jesus realizes that this is due to ignorance. He wants to show in him his
mercy. This grace, this unmerited and unconditional love, will be the light
that radically transforms Saul’s life.

Who Are You, Lord?

 Before this mysterious presence calling out his name, Saul asks: “Who
are you, Lord?” (Acts 26:15) This question is decisive, and sooner or later all
of us have to ask it. It is not enough to hear other people speak about Jesus;
we need to speak to him ourselves, personally. Deep down, this is what prayer
is all about. Prayer means talking directly with Jesus, even though our heart
may still be confused and our mind full of doubts or even contempt for Christ
and Christians. I pray that every young person, in the depths of  his or her
heart, will eventually ask the question: “Who are you, Lord?”

 We can no longer assume that everyone knows Jesus, even in the age
of the internet. The question that many people are asking of Jesus and his
Church is precisely this: “Who are you?” In the entire story of  Saint Paul’s
calling, this is the only time in which he, Paul, speaks. And the Lord immediately
replies: “I am Jesus whom you are persecuting” (ibid.).

“I am Jesus, Whom You are Persecuting!”

 With this answer, Jesus reveals to Saul a great mystery: that he sees
himself  as one with the Church, with Christians. Up to that point, Saul had
seen nothing of Christ, but only the faithful whom he had cast into prison
(cf. Acts 26:10) and in whose killing he had consented (ibid.). He had seen
how Christians responded to evil with goodness, hatred with love, enduring
injustice, violence, calumnies and persecutions for the name of Christ. In
some way, without knowing it, Saul had already encountered Christ. He had
encountered him in Christians!

 How many times have we heard it said “Jesus yes, the Church no!”, as
if  one could be an alternative to the other. One cannot know Jesus if  one
does not know the Church.  One cannot know Jesus apart from the brothers
and sisters in his community. We cannot call ourselves fully Christian unless
we experience faith’s ecclesial dimension.
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“It Hurts You to Kick Against the Goads”

 With these words, the Lord speaks to Saul after he had fallen to the
ground. Yet for some time he had no doubt been mysteriously repeating those
same words to Saul, in an attempt to draw him to himself. Saul, however,
had resisted. Our Lord addresses that same gentle “reproach” to every young
person who turns away from him: “How long will you flee from me? Why
can’t you hear me calling you? I am waiting for you to come back to me”.
There are times when we too say, like the prophet Jeremiah: “I will no longer
think about him” (cf. Jer. 20:9). Yet a fire burns in every person’s heart: even
if we try to stifle it, we will not succeed, because it is stronger than we are.

 The Lord chose someone who was persecuting him, completely hostile
to him and his followers. We see that, in God’s eyes, no one is lost. Thanks to
a personal encounter with him, we can always start over again. No young
person is ever beyond the reach of  God’s grace and mercy. Of  no one can we
say: He’s too far gone… It’s too late… How many young people passionately
rebel and go against the grain, while deep in their hearts they feel a need to be
committed, to love with all their heart, to have a mission in life! In the young
Saul, Jesus saw exactly that.

Recognizing Our Blindness

 We can imagine that, before his encounter with Christ, Saul was to
some extent “full of  himself ”, thinking he was “great” on the basis of  his
moral integrity, zeal, background and education. Certainly, he was convinced
of being right. Once the Lord reveals himself, Saul “falls to the ground”,
blinded. Suddenly, he is unable to see, both physically and spiritually. His
certainties are shaken. In his heart, he realizes that his passionate zeal to kill
Christians was utterly wrong. He realizes that he does not possess absolute
truth, and is indeed far from it. His certainties and his pride dissipate; suddenly
he finds himself disoriented, weak and “small”.

 Such humility – the awareness of our limitations – is essential! Those
who are convinced that they know everything about themselves, other persons
and even religious truths, will find it hard to encounter Christ. Saul, once
blinded, lost his reference points. Alone in darkness, the only clear things
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were the light he saw and the voice he heard. How paradoxical! Only when
we are blinded, do we start to see!

 After his overpowering experience on the road to Damascus, Saul
preferred to be called Paul, a name that means “small”. This was not like
those nicknames or made-up names so common today. His encounter with
Christ changed his life; it made him feel truly small and tore down everything
preventing him from truly coming to know himself. As he tells us: “I became
the least of the apostles, unfit to be called an apostle, because I persecuted
the Church of  God” (1 Cor. 15:9).

 Saint Therese of Lisieux, like so many other saints, loved to say that
humility is truth. Nowadays we fill up our time, especially on social media,
with any number of  “stories”, often carefully constructed with backdrops,
web cameras and special effects. More and more, we want to be in the spotlight,
perfectly framed, ready to show our “friends” and “followers” an image of
ourselves that does not reflect who we really are. Christ, the noonday sun,
comes to enlighten us and to restore our authenticity, freeing us from all our
masks. He shows us clearly who we are, for that is exactly how he loves us.

Changing Perspective

 Paul’s conversion did not involve turning back, but being open to a
completely new way of  seeing things. He continued on his journey to
Damascus, but something had changed; now he was a different person
(cf. Acts 22:10). Conversion can renew our everyday lives. We continue to
do what we did before, but our hearts and motives are now changed. In the
case of Paul, Jesus told him to continue on to Damascus, where he had
originally been going. Paul obeyed, but the goal and purpose of  his journey
were radically altered. From this point on, Paul will view things with new
eyes, no longer as a persecutor and executioner, but as a disciple and a witness.
In Damascus, Ananias will baptize him and present him to the Christian
community. In silence and prayer, Paul would deepen his experience and the
new identity bestowed on him by the Lord Jesus.

Do Not Dissipate the Strength and Passion of Youth

 Paul’s attitude prior to his encounter with the risen Jesus is not so
strange for us. How much strength and passion also well up in your own
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hearts, dear young people! Yet the darkness around and inside you can prevent
you from seeing things rightly. You can risk finding yourselves lost in fighting
meaningless and even violent battles. Sadly, the first victims will be yourselves
and those closest to you. There is also the danger of fighting for causes that
begin by upholding just values, but once carried to extremes, turn into
destructive ideologies. How many young people today inspired, perhaps
driven, by political or religious convictions, end up becoming instruments of
violence and destruction in the lives of  many others! Some, moving with
ease in the digital world, use virtual reality and social networks as a new
battlefield, unscrupulously employing the weapon of  fake news to spread
venom and to wipe out their adversaries.

 When the Lord broke into Paul’s life, he did not suppress his personality
or passionate zeal. Instead, he brought those gifts of his to full flower by
making him a great herald of the Gospel to the very ends of the earth.

The Apostle of the Nations

 Henceforth, Paul would be called the “apostle of the nations”. Paul,
who had been a Pharisee, a scrupulous follower of  the Law! Here we see yet
another paradox: the Lord putting his trust in the very one who had persecuted
him. Like Paul, each of  us can hear a voice in our heart saying: “I trust you.
I know your story and I lay hold of it, together with you. Even if you have
often been against me, I choose you and make you my witness”. God’s ways
of  thinking can turn the worst persecutor into a great witness.

 Christ’s disciples are called to be “the light of  the world” (Mt. 5:14).
Paul must now testify to what he saw, but for the time being he is blind.
Another paradox! Yet by virtue of  his personal experience, Paul can fully
identify with those to whom the Lord will send him. That was why he was
made a witness: “to open their eyes, so that they may turn from darkness to
light” (Acts 26:18).

“Arise and Bear Witness!”

 When we embrace the new life bestowed on us in baptism, the Lord
gives us an important and life-changing mission: “You are to be my witness!”
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 Today Christ speaks to you the same words that he spoke to Paul:
Arise! Do not remain downcast or caught up in yourself: a mission awaits
you! You too can testify to what Jesus has begun to accomplish in your lives.
In Jesus’ name, I ask you:

- Arise! Testify that you too were blind and encountered the light. You
too have seen God’s goodness and beauty in yourself, in others and
in the communion of the Church, where all loneliness is overcome.

- Arise! Testify to the love and respect it is possible to instil in human
relationships, in the lives of our families, in the dialogue between
parents and children, between the young and the elderly.

- Arise! Uphold social justice, truth and integrity, human rights. Protect
the persecuted, the poor and the vulnerable, those who have no voice
in society, immigrants.

- Arise! Testify to the new way of  looking at things that enables you to
view creation with eyes brimming with wonder, that makes you see
the Earth as our common home, and gives you the courage to promote
an integral ecology.

- Arise! Testify that lives of  failure can be rebuilt, that persons spiritually
dead can rise anew, that those in bondage can once more be free, that
hearts overwhelmed by sorrow can rediscover hope.

- Arise! Testify joyfully that Christ is alive! Spread his message of  love
and salvation among your contemporaries, at school and in the
university, at work, in the digital world, everywhere.

The Lord, the Church and the Pope trust you and appoint you to bear
witness before all those other young people whom you will encounter on
today’s “roads to Damascus”. Never forget that “anyone who has truly
experienced God’s saving love does not need much time or lengthy training
to go out and proclaim that love. Every Christian is a missionary to the extent
that he or she has encountered the love of God in Christ Jesus” (Evangelii
Gaudium, 120).
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Arise and Celebrate WYD in the Particular Churches!

Once again, I invite all of you, young people throughout the world,
to take part in this spiritual pilgrimage leading to the celebration of the 2023
World Youth Day in Lisbon. The next event, however, will take place in your
particular Churches, in the different dioceses and eparchies of the world,
where the 2021 World Youth Day will be celebrated locally, on the Solemnity
of  Christ the King.

I hope that all of  us can experience these steps along the way as true
pilgrims, and not merely as “religious tourists”! May we be increasingly open
to God’s surprises, for he wants to light up our path. May we be more and
more open to hearing his voice, also through the voices of our brothers and
sisters. In this way, we will help one another to arise together and, at this
troubled time in our history, we will become the prophets of  a new and hope-
filled future! May the Blessed Virgin Mary intercede for all of  us.

Pastoral Letter
WORLD YOUTH DAY 2021

Dear Rev. Fathers and Religious, Brothers and Sisters
and most beloved Young People,

World Youth Day (WYD) is a worldwide encounter with the Pope
celebrated about every three years in a different country. The most recent
WYD was celebrated in Panama City, in January 2019 and the next World
Youth Day will be held in Lisbon, Portugal in 2023.

WYD is open to all young people who want to take part in a festive
encounter centered on Jesus Christ together with their peers. This event is an
opportunity to personally experience the universality of the Catholic Church,
and to share with the whole world the hope of many young people who are
committing their lives to Christ and His Church. World Youth Day is a unique
way to deepen your faith and grow closer to Christ, through prayer and the
sacraments, together with hundreds of thousands of other young people who
share your interests and ambitions.

From 1986 to 2020, the World Youth Day Celebrations in Eparchial
level is occurred every year on Palm Sunday. They almost always included
the Mass of  Passion Sunday – when Jesus’ entry to Jerusalem in his final days
is commemorated. However, on 22 November 2020, Pope Francis has moved
the Eparchial Celebration of  World Youth Day from Palm Sunday to the
Sunday of the Solemnity of Christ the King starting in 2021. At the end of
Mass for Christ the King on November 22, 2020, Pope Francis had some
important reflections on World Youth Day (WYD).
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“And as we prepare for the next intercontinental edition of  WYD, I
would also like to renew its celebration in the local Churches,” the Holy Father
said. “Thirty-five years after the establishment of  WYD, after listening to
various opinions and consulting the Dicastery for the Laity, the Family and
Life, which is responsible for youth ministry, I have decided, beginning next
year, to transfer the diocesan celebration of WYD from Palm Sunday to Christ
the King Sunday. The center of  the celebration remains the Mystery of  Jesus
Christ the Redeemer of Man, as Saint John Paul II, the initiator and patron of
WYD, always emphasized.”

As reminded by Pope Francis, this year, World Youth Day will be
celebrated at the Eparchial level on November 21, the Solemnity of Christ
the King. The theme is “Stand up. I appoint you as witness of  what you have
seen” (Acts 26:16). In his message on World Youth Day 2021, the Holy Father
highlights the significance of young people in todays’ Church and society:”
Today too, God is saying to each one of  you: ‘Arise!’ I fervently hope that this
message may help us prepare for new times and a new page in the history of
humanity. Yet we cannot begin anew without you, dear young people. If  our
world is to arise, it needs your strength, your enthusiasm, your passion.”

This year, the Office of  the UN Secretary-General’s Envoy on Youth
will host the first fully virtual Youth Lead Innovation Festival, which highlights
young people as innovators contributing solutions to the Sustainable
Development Goals and COVID-19 response and recovery. The whole world
celebrates young people’s efforts and contributions, big and small toward
righting the world’s wrongs. Today’s youth are tomorrow’s leaders who know
that nothing will change if they stand by; change only happens when they
stand up. Therefore, we should recognize our goals.

Should not be Lost

Jesus emphatically reminds us, “It is not the will of your Father in
heaven that one of  these little ones should be lost” ( Mt. 18:14). But we
should recognize an undeniable fact which the Holy Father  indicates in his
message:  ”Whenever a young person falls, in some sense all humanity falls.
Yet it is also true that when a young person rises, it is as if  the whole world
rises as well.” The Eparchy of Mississauga is blessed with vibrant young
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people who seek to rise themselves and help others to rise. I gratefully
recognize in this context, all the great initiatives of SMYM, National and
International, in Eparchial, Forane and Parish levels; and various plans are
underway. But let us admit, much to be done in this regard.

Engage All Young People

We must engage more young people in Church activities. This is
one of  the major suggestions came forward in the survey during the St.
Joseph Year/Family Year in many Syro-Malabar Eparchies. In this perspective
I encourage everybody to prioritize Youth Apostolate in our pastoral
ministries.

Dear Yong people, you have great potential in your hands and great
strength in your hearts. So, with Holy Father I urge you: Arise, testify joyfully
that Christ is alive; and become the prophets of a new and hope-filled
future!By preparing our hearts and mind let us look forward to the World
Youth Day -2023 in Lisbon.

May Jesus Christ bless all of us!

2021. Following this solemn opening, the Synodal journey is planned to proceed
with in three phases:
1) Phase in the Local Churches and other ecclesial realities: October 2021-

April 2022

2) Continental Phase: September 2022- March 2023

3) Universal Church Phase: October 2023

What does the word synod mean? It is originally a Greek word composed
of syn (with or together with) and odos (path or way). A Synod, therefore,
is journeying together along the same path. Since the beginning of  the Church, synods
have been convoked on various levels (diocesan, provincial, regional,
patriarchal, or universal) to discern, in the light of the word of God and listening
to the Holy Spirit, when doctrinal, liturgical, canonical and pastoral questions
that arose from time to time had to be resolved. The Synod of Bishops is the
point of convergence of this listening process conducted at every level of the
Church’s life.

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St Joseph’s Year Study Series-10

ST. JOSEPH, THE PATRON FOR A PEACEFUL DEATH;
HOW TO DIE IN PEACE

“Joseph did as the angel of  the Lord
commanded him” (Mt 1, 24)

This, I presume, is the last reflection in our series and might be intended
to reflect on our own last days or end moment. I take a quote from St. Anthony
of Padua.
“The creator of  heavens obeys a carpenter; The God of  eternal glory
listens to a poor virgin. Has anyone ever witnessed anything
comparable to this? Let the philosopher no longer disdain from listening
to the common labourer, the wise to the simple, the educated to the
illiterate, a child of a prince to a peasant.”

If we care to imitate the above creator of heaven and to listen and
follow his words to the extent of  our ability, I think, we are ready, and well
prepared to die.

I have gone through most of the papal writings through the centuries
about St. Joseph the husband of  Mary and the earthly father of  Jesus. The
recent popes like Pius XI, Leo XIII, Pius XII, John XXIII, Paul VI. John Paul
II, Benedict XVI, Francis and others have important pastoral references and
writings on St. Joseph. To the best of  my findings, no one mentions anything
about the death of Joseph, except the teaching in the Catechism of the Catholic
Church, that he is the patron saint for a peaceful death, which Francis quotes
in his Patris Corde as ref. 5. And the gospels too do not have any mention
on the death of Joseph.
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Hence, I have to begin from a vacuum! I have no presumptions or intentions
to discover anything new or significant about the death of Joseph.

Joseph appears in the gospel according to Luke as the father of  Jesus.
John’s gospel refers to Jesus as the carpenter’s son. Mark quotes the people
calling Jesus the Carpenter, son of  Mary. Matthew gives us the story of  the
foster fatherhood of  Jesus. St. Paul also mentions Jesus as the son of  a
carpenter.

 The Eastern Orthodox Church holds that Joseph was a widower and
betrothed to Mary. Salome was his first wife and Jesus’ brothers refer to the
children of Joseph from Salome. The position of the Catholic Church, derived
from the writings of Jerome, is that Joseph was the husband of  Mary, and
references to Jesus’ “brothers” mean cousins. From the 2nd century to the 5th
writers tried to explain how Jesus could be simultaneously the “Son of God”
and the “Son of Joseph”. Certain Protestant groups read “brothers and sisters”
of Jesus as children born of Mary from Joseph, referencing, “He took her as his
wife, but had no marital relations with her until she had borne a son.” (Mt. 1.22)
Marriages and Death of  Joseph

Joseph is never mentioned in the gospels after the the Holy Family’s
Jerusalem temple visit when Jesus was twelve-year-old. Mary was reported to
be present with Jesus during the period of his public ministry and definitely on
Calvary at the time of his death. In the Acts of the apostles Luke reports
Mary’s presence with the disciples at the Pentecost. (Acts 1.14) The four
canonical gospels never refer to Joseph’s age. The first reference to the death
of Joseph was the Apocryphal Protoevangelium of James, written about 150
AD or after, attributed to James the minor, son of Alphaeus (Mk. 3.18) of the
twelve Apostles. It presents Joseph as an old man chosen by lot (i.e. by God)
to watch over the Virgin.

The Apocryphal History of Joseph the Carpenterhas a long account
of  Joseph’s peaceful death, at the age of  111, in the presence of  Jesus, aged
about 19, Mary and angels. Joseph’s advanced years as reported herein explains
why he did not or could not have sex with Mary, the mother of  Jesus. The
author seems to be quoting Joseph, “I received her by lot as my wife, and she
is not yet my wife, but she has conceived by the Holy Spirit.”

The above Apocryphal History written as a biography of Joseph
dictated by Jesus, describes how Joseph, aged 90, a widower with four sons
and two daughters, is given charge of  the twelveyearold Mary, who then lives

in his household raising his youngest son James the Less (the supposed author
of the Protoevangelium) until she is ready to be married at the age 14½.
Joseph’s death at the age of  111 was attended by angels. Attempts to assert
the perpetual virginity of  Mary takes up approximately half  the story.

There is a fictional writing called “The Urantia Book” which has detailed references
about the childhood and adolescence of  Jesus who had eight younger siblings, five brothers
and three sisters, in birth order: James, Miriam, Joseph, Simon, Martha, Jude, Amos,
and Ruth. It also mentions the death of  Joseph, when Jesus was but a lad of  14, and that
Jesus naturally assumed his role as brother and father to his younger siblings, and there
are many wonderful stories here regarding Jesus’ parenting style.

According to the bishop of Salamis Epiphanius, in his work The
Panarion (AD 374–375) “Joseph became the father of James and his three
brothers (Joses, Simeon, Judah) and two sisters (Salome and Mary or Salome
and Anna) with James being the eldest sibling. James and his siblings were not
children of  Mary but were Joseph’s children from a previous marriage. After
Joseph’s first wife died, many years later when he was eighty, “he took Mary
(mother of Jesus)”. Eusebius of Caesarea relates in his Church History (Book
III, ch. 11) that “Hegesippus records that Cleopas was a brother of Joseph
and an uncle of  Jesus. Epiphanius adds that Joseph and Cleopas were brothers,
sons of  “Jacob, surnamed Panther.” There are many discrepancies in these
(pseudo) sources.

The above narrative contains some matter I could dig into the life and
death of  Joseph the husband of  Mary. In every respect we can reasonably
presume, as per the belief and tradition of the Church, that Joseph was
reasonably a young man when he married Mary, capable of  undertaking the
great tasks and journeys he had to go through, and that he had a peaceful
death in the presence of  Mary and Jesus. Anything further could be left to the
imagination of  the believers and writers. Since I do not have any significant
matter to dig further into the death of St. Joseph, I venture to reflect on our
life and death, which may be of  more meaning and rewarding to us.
Death of  Jesus vs Our Death, and Our Life

Recently for an entire afternoon I had to be present along with a few
priest colleagues with a rather young priest crying relentlessly, loudly, and
profusely at the death his father and mother due to COVID-19 in a span of
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five days. Our efforts to console or pacify this priest were futile. He might
have presided over hundreds of funerals of people who died young and old,
consoled them in their sorrow and bereavement. However, when his parents
died he was totally out of control. That is the kind of trauma an unexpected
and untimely death brings us.

As priests and care-givers for the spiritual well-being of people we
must reflect seriously on the words we preach. Preaching is one thing and
our life and emotions are different, which often may not remain in our control.
Though we advise people not to cry we must understand that crying is one
way of  controlling or releasing emotions. While we must not be afraid of  our
death we must also not be afraid of  crying when grief  visits us.

The words of Jesus tell us that the moment of death will come for us
like a thief, and therefore we have to be ready to greet it any time. “Therefore,
you also must be ready, for the Son of  Man is coming at an unexpected hour”. (Mt.
24.44) Concluding the parable of  the Ten Bridesmaids Jesus said, “Keep awake
therefore, for you know neither the day nor the hours.” (Mt. 25.13) In connection
with the rewards and punishment Jesus tells the Parable of  the Talents (Mt.
25.14-30). His predictions and sayings about the day of judgement also refer
to rewards and punishments (Mt. 25.31.46). Jesus did not at all deny the
need for preparedness, and so we must be prepared departure from the earth.

However, if we are going to be too much engrossed in the preparation
for our death, we may likely lose all our time to live and help and accompany
others to live. We may forget to live our lives in full. I propose some steps as
the best preparation for death:
1. Not to be afraid of it;
2. Accept it as a matter of  course in every one’s life;
3. Decide to die only once instead of  dying everyday due to our fear, anxiety,

fear of punishment, etc.;
4. Turn our full attention to live our lives in its fullness to the best of  our

ability, fulfilling the tasks entrusted to us, including accompanying the
dying,  and the grieving ones;

5. Live one day at a time instead of visualizing a full length of hundred
years or so of our life span, and living that life span every day or every
moment of life;
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6. And finally, as the wise saying, “Live today and everyday as the last day
of your life.”

Death necessarily does not require a preparation if we live our lives
properly. Of  course, life needs diligence. What is required to live our lives
properly? It is very difficult to define that word, “properly” in relation to our
lives. Howsoever diligent we are we may not reach the perfection we want,
or we are required to reach as designed by God. Jesus clearly told to, “Be
perfect as your Father in heaven is perfect”, which is humanly impossible. We know
only one Man in human history who achieved that perfection while alive,
Jesus of  Nazareth, Son of  Joseph and Mary, of  course, Son of  God. Then
what is achievable?

St. Ireneus said, “A man fully alive is the glory of  God.” This target
of living fully alive is something we can reasonably aspire for and try out.
Every human being is created for the glory of God. Our living fully alive
everyday will definitely give glory to God provided we are aware of the fact
that we are engaged, in collaboration with God, in the act of creation with
which God is always busy. In that sense St. Joseph glorified God in the best
manner any human being can aspire for. The seven attributes Pope Francis
gives to Joseph in PATRIS CORDE are relevant in reflecting on the fullness
of the life St. Joseph lived.

These seven attributes of St. Joseph in relation to Jesus could be
reversed to him in relation to the heavenly Father; Joseph a beloved son of
the heavenly father, a tender and loving son, an obedient son, an accepting
son, a creatively courageous son, a hard working son, and a son in the shadow
of  the same Father. Only if  you were a good son you would become a good
father. St. Joseph was truly a good son as above, and therefore, he became a
good father with the seven qualifications Pope Francis conferred on him.

Holy Spirit groomed Joseph to absorb and respond to these attributes.
Hence St. Joseph lived his life with the Holy Trinity whence he acquired all
these attributes. In that way he lived the entire gospel proclamation, which
his Son Jesus later made for which Joseph groomed him being fully alive,
which eventually allowed or led him to a death totally contend, peaceful,
having with him and around him everyone desirable at a death bed. He had a
perfectly discerning mind to perceive the mind of God, which explains all
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the reported and probably the numerous unreported dreams of St. Joseph,
and their perfect execution in obedience to the Spirit of God. That made him
the Righteous man. (Mt. 1.19)

Fully alive does not necessarily mean fully perfect. In our endeavour
to live our lives fully we may commit errors, mistakes and even grave sins. For
all these Jesus has a suitable and perfect remedy, The Son of  Man came in search
of  sinners. (Mt. 9.13; Lk. 19.10) In him there is forgiveness of  sin. Jesus very
categorically said that he came to the world to forgive sin, and to give his life as a
ransom for human sins. (Mt. 20.28) “For God so loved the world that he gave his only
Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not perish but may have life eternal.”
(John 3.16; 1 John 4.9-10; +)

When we were novices one lesson we were taught was, Agae Contra’,
i.e., do the opposite of your will. I think Jesus reflects this idea in his teachings
like, “enter through the narrow gate; love your enemies; do good to those who hate you;
bless those who curse you; if  anyone strikes on the right cheek, offer the other also.” (Lk.
6.27…) Following these teachings of  Jesus will be good to keep us ready. I
think St. Joseph’s life was similar. He did not or could not do many things as
he might have wished. God’s directives to him were always to act differently
from what his natural instinct would prompt. Until Joseph came into the life
of our Blessed Mother we do not know what was his life . Ever since this
meeting, life began to move in a different direction, away from his natural
human instincts. God groomed him for such tasks.

We find in Joseph a perfect example of  perfect obedience to the will
of  God, setting aside all his comforts and conveniences. Jesus followed the
same pattern of perfect obedience to the Father through which he undid the
original sin of disobedience to God. Through physical, mental and spiritual
suffering Jesus learned and perfected his obedience to the Father. (Hebrews
5.7-9) St. Joseph had all the above sufferings as the head of  the Holy family.
Jesus was well groomed for his life mission in the footsteps of Joseph, and if
the Church calls Mary as the Co-Redeemer with Jesus, St. Joseph definitely
has an equal or greater share with Mary in this act of redemption. Life with
Jesus and Mary was the best preparation for Joseph for a perfectly peaceful
and bliss-filled death in their enriching presence. We know that where Jesus is
present the whole heaven is present.

My belief is that at the moment of our death also the entire heaven
will be present, though our bodily eyes may not behold, not because we lived
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our lives with perfection but because we belong to God and to heaven; we
are the darling children of God, and so God cannot ‘afford to abandon or
forsake us’. This thought must give us confidence not to be afraid of or
panicked about death.

This is what we teach and preach to our people. We also teach them
that our life is as precious as the blood of Christ; that even if one were to be
the only one human being on earth Jesus would have come to save that one
through the same process. In spite of  all these assurances we, the preachers
as well as our listeners, are afraid of  dying. Can we truly claim that our faith
is true and genuine? Yes, Jesus is the rectifier of  our mistakes. He is the
answer for us. The only requirement on our part is to believe him in these his
words knowing fully well that they are uttered for us. “Indeed, God did not send
the Son into the world to condemn the world, but in order that the world might be saved
through him.” (Jn. 3.17) Jesus is always on the look out for sinners. Every one
of  us is included in this spectrum.

Our most important fear in this regard is the likely punishment due
to our sinful life. We are sinners. It is cent percent true. In spite of  our earnest
desire and sincere attempts at correction we still fall into temptations again
and again and commit sins. Even Apostle Paul states that there is present in
him an element of  sin beyond his control. God’s response to his prayer to
remove that element from him was the offer of his Grace, not removal.
(Romans 7.14-25; 2 Cor. 12.8-9) The same Grace is offered to us too, it is in
us and we believe that we will be saved ultimately by this Grace. Our worries,
anxieties, the uncertainties of life, our inabilities, etc., are matters that must
be left to the care of  Jesus, who will never abandon us, any of  us.
‘ We are wonderfully and uniquely created by God’ (Psalm 139.14). And we
are created in the image and likeness of God. What we are and what we do
are important for God. The more we are tuned and groomed into the unique
design of God the greater glory we will bring to him. All the creation is for
the glory of  God. Man is the crown of  God’s creation, and nothing can
glorify God more than human existence, behaviour, life, and death. Can we
ever figure out that this awesome God will allow us, any one of us to perish?
You may ask if  I mean that there is no divine punishment? I dare not say ‘yes
or no’. I do say and assert that there will be consequences for all our actions
including our sinning.
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I only say that we do not know God’s method of  punishment. It may not be
the way we fear. We have many examples in the Bible known as punishments
of God. The one endearing to me is the punishment God gave to Moses who
led Israel to, saw it from a distance, but could not and did not enter, the
promised land of honey and milk. That denial of the entrance visa was the
punishment of  God to Moses.

Looking at the Father presented by Jesus in the parable of the prodigal
son, can we ever imagine that this Father will punish us in the manner we
fear, by hell? If  so, revise, and rethink about your faith in God, in Jesus, the
purpose of  the death of  Jesus, and on the promises of  Jesus. Also meditate
on the prayer of  Jesus, “Father, I desire that those also, whom you have given me,
may be with me where I am, to see my glory, which you have given me…”(John 17.24)
Can we ever imagine that the Father can refuse this prayer of Jesus? If this is
the prayer of Jesus for us how can we be afraid of our sinfulness leading to
‘eternal’ death? Anyone afraid of  one’s own death must read again and again
chapter 17 from John’s gospel. If  still in doubt, read it again, and again and
again.
There is an old music piece in Malayalam which sings similar to, “Whether
we laugh or cry we will definitely die. Then why not die laughing?”
Reflection Points
1. How much time in life we spent/spoil to fear and anxiety? Is there a day

in our life free of anxiety?
2. Do we gain anything by fearing about our future and our death?
3. From the story of  St. Joseph we know, was he ever worried about his

death?
4. As a spiritual exercise, how about collecting from the gospels all that

Jesus said to  cheer us up, to strengthen and empower us, and to trust in
God.
