	 My beloved Brothers and Sisters in Jesus Christ, I am glad to announce 
a significant milestone in the history of the Eparchy of Mississauga. After due 
diligence and prayers, I convened the Presbyterium and Pastoral Council on 
October 25 and 26, 2019 respectively, at St. Alphonsa Cathedral, Mississauga, 
which unanimously decided to convoke the first ever Eparchial Assembly on 
October 16 Friday to 18 Sunday 2020. A Central Committee with Vicar General 
as the convenor is formed for the further procedures of the Eparchial Assembly.
A Brief History 
	 The Syro-Malabar Church is one of the 23 Sui Iuris (Particular Church 
with its own hierarchy) Oriental Churches in Catholic Communion with its own 
characteristics of liturgy, spirituality, theology and canonical traditions. The 
Syro-Malabar Catholics started migrating to Canada in the beginning of 1960’s. 
We gratefully acknowledge all leaders and pioneers who played major roles in 
our faith journey over the years. His Holiness Pope Francis erected the Syro-
Malabar Apostolic Exarchate in Canada on 6 August 2015 and elevated it into 
the status of Eparchy on 22 December 2018 with the dream of “protecting and 
promoting the spiritual riches of the Oriental Churches”. I gratefully remember 
you all for your prayers, committed efforts and support for our Eparchy. Now 
it is our responsibility to be the salt and the yeast in this land and realize the 
above-mentioned dream of Pope Francis.
What is Eparchial Assembly?
	 Eparchial Assembly is a canonical requirement, convened by the Eparchial 
Bishop to discuss the important matters concerning the Eparchy, to critically 
evaluate the previous years and to formulate action plan for the future. It will 
ensure the vitality and integral growth based on the central theme of the Assembly 
(cf. CCEO.cc 235-242). The Eparchial Assembly consists of the representatives 
of clergy, religious and laity from all parishes, missions and ministries of the 
Eparchy. The laity is a prominent part of the Assembly as they can recognize the 
needs of the Eparchy from the grassroot level and bring the fruits of the Assembly 
back to the parishes and to their specific life situations. The Assembly provides 
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opportunities to learn more about our Church today, exchange information and 
ideas, pray together in one Spirit and prepare ourselves ‘to give God an account 
of our stewardship’ (Cf. Luke 16:2).
Relevance of Eparchial Assembly
	 The Eparchy of Mississauga is in the infancy stage and geographically the 
largest. Most of our faithful are immigrants trying to establish a better living in 
this land of opportunities. While learning to work and live in Canada, we try to 
keep our own language and culture, form community with our identity, and keep 
our faith and traditions.
	 On the other side, there are some grim realities. Sometimes we have 
been confronted by the anxiety of losing our ethnicity and cultural values. We 
witnessed weeping moments of distorting our families and its admired traditions. 
The attractions of secularism and worldliness have injured our community to 
some extent. Sometimes the attempts to adapt and grow in the new context 
create issues like cultural shock for the first generation and identity crisis for 
the second generation. The children confront a dichotomy of culture at home 
and outside. This in-between-culture or no-where-culture, very often, leads to 
tensions and conflicts which affect the whole dreams of the entire family. Every 
child is precious not only to his/her parents but to the Church and to the society 
as well. The proposed Assembly aims also at finding out ways and means to 
accompany the young generation in their faith journey.
	 St. Paul reminds, “Think of us this way, as servants of Christ and stewards 
of God’s mysteries. Moreover, it is required of stewards that they be found 
trustworthy” (1Cor 4:1-2). I am convinced that all of us are God’s stewards 
and co-travellers towards the Kingdom of God through participatory pastoral 
plan. The Eparchial Assembly will help us to come and sit together and listen 
to the voice of God about the pastoral needs. This will help us to re-discover 
and discern the renewed vision and mission of the Eparchy. It will enable us to 
choose the priorities and to implement them successfully.
Process of the Assembly
1. Reception of the Themes of the Assembly
	 I urge the Rev. Vicars to collect themes from different segments in the 
parish, 
	 like Family Units, Catechism, Parish Council etc. and the collected 
themes 		  shall be sent to the Eparchial Office before 31 January 2020.
2. Tabulation of the Themes and preparation of Lineamenta
	 The Central Committee will prepare the Lineamenta document based on 
the 



	 themes collected before 31 March 2020.
3. Parish Assembly
	 Based on the Lineamenta, Parish Assembly can be scheduled in different 
	 levels. Eg. Children Assembly, Youth Assembly and Adult Assembly and 	
	 the report has to be sent to the Eparchial office before June 30, 2020.
4. Instrumentum Laboris
	 This is the working paper written by the central committee in preparation 
	 for the General Assembly. It will be sent to the participants before 30 August 
	 2020.
5. Eparchial Assembly
	 The Eparchial Assembly will be on October 16 – 18, 2020. The Assembly 
	 will discuss the Instrumentum Laboris at length.
6. Post Assembly Exhortation:
	 The post Assembly Pastoral Exhortation is the final document of the 
	 rediscovery and discernment of the general Assembly. It includes proposals, 
	 recommendations and Pastoral Priorities for the coming years.
7. Follow up Committee:
	 Follow up committee supervises the follow up actions and ensures the 
	 implementations of the action plans.
Conclusion:
	 Dear Brothers and Sisters, I conclude with a blessed experience sharing. 
During my first ever Ad Limina Visit on 3 October 2019, after the Holy Qurbana 
on the tomb of St. Peter we, 48 Syro-Malabar Bishops visited Holy Father Pope 
Francis. Each Bishop could greet and talk to him in a family spirit. During my 
turn I shared the pastoral plan of our Eparchial Assembly and presented a small 
document based on the previous discussions about the Assembly in our Curia 
meetings. He embraced me and blessed the document with his natural smile. 
Basically, now we are working on this document.

Dear friends in Jesus Christ,
	
	 "Look, the young woman is with child and shall bear a son, and shall 
name him Immanuel" (Is. 7:14). Birth of our Lord Jesus is close at hand. The 
Christmas joy is near to us!  As we are at threshold of this joyful season I extent 
my warm greetings of peace, joy and love to each of you and to your families!
 The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches us about the incarnation of 
Christ. "The Incarnation is therefore the mystery of the wonderful union of the 
divine and human natures in the one person of the Word"(CCC 483). St. John 
the Apostle  reveals the true meaning of the incarnation: "And the Word became 
flesh and lived among us"(Jn.1:14a). St. Paul further extends the significance 
of the incarnation and allows us to gain a deeper understanding. "Emptied 
Himself, taking the form of a slave being born in human likeness"(Phil. 2:7).
	 The incarnated Christ is the gift of God the Father to each one of us. 
In the same way, we ought to live as a gift back to God and for others. Pope 
Benedict XVI taught us "I cannot possess Christ just for myself; I can belong 
to him only in union with all those who have become, or who will become, 
his own. Communion draws me out of myself towards him, and thus also 
towards unity with all Christians”. (God is Love, No. 14). Mother Mary who 
proclaimed, "Here am I, the servant of the Lord" (Lk. 1:38a) surrendered fully 
to God's will and thereby become an example of genuine communion.

The 
faith and tradition, which has been passed on to us through many generations, 
must be lived and proclaimed. The Major Archbishop Cardinal Mar George 
Alencherry instructs us through his pastoral exhortation “Forward as One" 
(Onnayi Munnottu) No.12. “The role of the Church in this world is to witness 
Christ among the people of different faith and caliber.  This role is also 
specifically relevant to the Syro-Malabar Church. Therefore, the members of 
the Church who resides in other countries are called to exemplify the teachings 
and traditions of the Church and to abide by the values that give way for 
being witness to Christ”. Migrants should view themselves as missionaries. 
Wherever you travel, you should become witnesses to the Gospel of Christ. 
As members of this new missionary Eparchy, we are called to participate in 
the eparchial activities with the same zeal and the spirit that Mother Mary had 
when she proclaimed her 'Amen'.
