“The people who walked in darkness have seen a great light” (Is 9:1).

This prophecy of Isaiah never ceases to touch us, especially when
we hear it proclaimed in the liturgy of  Christmas Night. This is not simply an
emotional or sentimental matter. It moves us because it states the deep reality
of what we are: a people who walk, and all around us – and within us as well
– there is darkness and light. In this night, as the spirit of darkness enfolds
the world, there takes place anew the event which always amazes and surprises
us: the people who walk see a great light. A light which makes us reflect on
this mystery: the mystery of  walking and seeing.

Walking: This verb makes us reflect on the course of  history, that
long journey which is the history of salvation, starting with Abraham, our
father in faith, whom the Lord called one day to set out, to go forth from his
country towards the land which he would show him. From that time on, our
identity as believers has been that of a people making its pilgrim way towards
the promised land. This history has always been accompanied by the Lord!
He is ever faithful to his covenant and to his promises. “God is light, and in
him there is no darkness at all” (1 Jn 1:5). Yet on the part of  the people there
are times of  both light and darkness, fidelity and infidelity, obedience, and
rebellion; times of being a pilgrim people and times of being a people adrift.
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In our personal history too, there are both bright and dark moments,
lights and shadows. If  we love God and our brothers and sisters, we walk in
the light; but if our heart is closed, if we are dominated by pride, deceit, self-
seeking, then darkness falls within us and around us. “Whoever hates his
brother – writes the Apostle John – is in the darkness; he walks in the darkness,
and does not know the way to go, because the darkness has blinded his eyes”
(1 Jn 2:11).

On this night, like a burst of brilliant light, there rings out the
proclamation of  the Apostle: “God’s grace has been revealed, and it has made
salvation possible for the whole human race” (Tit 2:11).

The grace which was revealed in our world is Jesus, born of the Virgin
Mary, true man and true God. He has entered our history; he has shared our
journey. He came to free us from darkness and to grant us light. In him was
revealed the grace, the mercy, and the tender love of  the Father: Jesus is
Love incarnate. He is not simply a teacher of wisdom; he is not an ideal for
which we strive while knowing that we are hopelessly distant from it. He is
the meaning of  life and history, who has pitched his tent in our midst.

Seeing: The shepherds were the first to see this “tent”, to receive the
news of Jesus’ birth. They were the first because they were among the last,
the outcast. And they were the first because they were awake, keeping watch
in the night, guarding their flocks. Together with them, let us pause before
the Child, let us pause in silence. Together with them, let us thank the Lord
for having given Jesus to us, and with them let us raise from the depths of our
hearts the praises of  his fidelity: We bless you, Lord God most high, who
lowered yourself  for our sake. You are immense, and you made yourself  small;
you are rich and you made yourself poor; you are all powerful and you made
yourself vulnerable.

On this night let us share the joy of the Gospel: God loves us, he so
loves us that he gave us his Son to be our brother, to be light in our darkness.
To us the Lord repeats: “Do not be afraid!” (Lk 2:10). And I too repeat: Do
not be afraid! Our Father is patient, he loves us, he gives us Jesus to guide us
on the way which leads to the promised land. Jesus is the light who brightens
the darkness. He is our peace. Amen.



PASTORAL LETTER

Mar Jose Kalluvelil, Bishop of the Eparchy of Mississauga, to the Priests,
Religious Men and Women and Lay Faithful in the Eparchy of  Mississauga.

May the Grace of God be with you all during these times!

In the Syro-Malabar tradition, the liturgical year starts with the divine
mystery of  Jesus’ Incarnation as true God and true man. We celebrate the
beginning of  God’s salvific plan during the season of  Annunciation. The people
of  the Old Testament cried out to God to be with them and guide them- and
God’s answer came through the Incarnation of  His Only Begotten Son. As
we enter the Christmas season, we must remember the true meaning of  the
season. “I am bringing you good news of great joy for all the people” (Luke
2:10).Christmas is a season where we remember that God is with us, that he is
our Emmanuel. While we are navigating through the turbulent waves of the
COVID-19 pandemic, the thought that God is always with us will continue to
serve as a beacon of  light and hope.

In his message for World Mission Day 2020, His Holiness Pope Francis
exhorts the faithful saying,”Like the disciples in the Gospel we were caught
off  guard by an unexpected, turbulent storm. We have realized that we are on
the same boat, all of us fragile and disoriented,  all of us called to row together,
each of  us in need of  comforting the other. On this boat… are all of  us. Just
like those disciples, who spoke anxiously with one voice, saying ‘We are
perishing’ (v. 38), so we too have realized that we cannot go on thinking of
ourselves, but only together can we do this”  Pope Francis calls us to meditate
on this thought while we go about our daily lives during this pandemic.

After informing the shepherds of  the Saviour’s Birth, the angels
returned to Heaven. As they departed, the shepherds started talking to each
other about what they had just heard. ‘“Let us go now to Bethlehem and see
this thing that has taken place, which the Lord has made known to us.” So,
they went with haste and found Mary and Joseph, and the child lying in the
manger. When they saw this, they made known what had been told them
about this child’ (Luke 2:15-17). The life-changing experience that received
when they saw Jesus, the Saviour of the world, lying in a shoddy manger was

what led the shepherds to proclaim the Good News. Let this Christmas and
the 25 days of Advent leading up to it help everyone to sustain and deepen
their own Jesus experience. Pope Francis poses the following question to those
who wish to achieve this divine experience: “Why should we not speak of
Jesus, why should we not tell others that he gives us strength in life, that we
enjoy talking with him, that we benefit from meditating on his words?”(Christus
Vivit No. 176). Pope Benedict XVI reminds us that “being Christian is not the
result of an ethical choice or a lofty idea, but the encounter with an event, a
person, which gives life a new horizon and a decisive direction” (Deus Caritas
estNo. 1). Each Christian that has been initiated into the Church through the
Sacrament of Baptism is responsible for upholding these duties and proclaiming
their experiences with Jesus Christ.

The pilgrim church is “missionary by her very nature” (AG-2). Therefore,
the evangelical church is called to spread the Good News all over the face of
the Earth (Acts. 1:8)  till the end of  days (Mt. 28: 19-20). A church without its
missionary spirit has no life.  Therefore, the evangelization of the Good News
is the obligation, right and responsibility of every member of the Church.
Very often it is mistakenly assumed that only priests and other missionaries
bear this responsibility. Through prayer, fasting and almsgiving, all initiated
Christians are called to be active contributors to the missionary nature of the
Church. This responsibility is to be encouraged within us personally.

We, the Marthoma Nazranis, are people who received their faith from
St. Thomas the Apostle. Our population is growing in Canada. Through our
growth, we are fulfilling the command that Jesus gave to us in Mark 16:15
“Go into all the world and proclaim the good news to the whole creation”.
Just as water that flows freely allows plants to flourish and bring forth produce,
we are called to bring forth the fruits of  faith wherever we go. Family is the
focal point of both our catechetical life and our daily witnessing to the Good
News. We can raise evangelical families through participating in the sacraments
of the Church, initiating daily familial prayers and encouraging parents to act
as good role models for their children. In this way, let us strive toward making
our families an example of the missionary nature of the Church. Likewise, we
can become missionaries in our workplaces and our schools through our,
interactions and presence.

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PASTORAL COUNCIL REPORT- 31/10/2020

The 2nd Pastoral Council Meetingof Eparchy of Mississauga for the
year 2020 was convened on Oct 31, 2020.  Rev. Fr. PatroseChampakara,
Vicar General of  the Eparchy of  Mississauga introduced Rev. Fr. Thomas
Kalariparbil, Vicar of  St. Mother Teresa Syro-Malabar Catholic Church, Calgary
and called to order at 11:30AM.   Rev. Fr. Kalariparabil, MC of  the meeting
invited Rev. MotherSuperiors of  CMC, CHF and AO convents for leading the
opening prayer.

Rev. Fr. Daris Moolayil, the General Secretary of  the Pastoral Council
cordially welcomed His Excellency Mar Jose Kalluvelil, Bishop of Eparchy
of Mississauga, His Excellency Mar Jacob Angadiath, Bishop of the Syro-
Malabar Catholic Diocese, Chicago, Rev. Fr. Patrose Champakara, Vicar
General, Rev. Fr. Tenson Paul, Chancellor, Rev. Fathers, Rev. Sisters, and all
Pastoral Council membersto the meeting. Fr. Daris Moolayil officially presented
the agenda of  meeting.

General Reports:  Mr. Saji George, Joint Secretary of  Pastoral Council
presented a combined report of the 2nd and 3rd meetings of Pastoral Counciland
the COVID-19 Emergency Management Team.

Financial Report: Mr. Jolly Joseph, Finance Secretary presented the
Eparchy’s Financial Statement of  2019.  By presenting the financial statement,
Mr. Joseph reported that the financial statement gives us a general picture on
how far we have come from 2015, from the commencement of the Eparchy
and how far we have to go in meeting our financial needs. He reported that
the operating budget of 2019 was funded from a number or sources: Shepherd
of  Faith (SOF), Parish Share (Thirattu Fees), Annual Bishop’s Appeal
(ABA), and transfers from other funds like Special Eparchy Collections,
Retreats etc.

Presidential Address: On behalf of the Eparchy of Mississauga and
the Pastoral Council, H.E Mar Jose Kalluvelilc ongratulated H.E. Mar Jacob
Angadiath for celebrating his 75th birthday. In the speech, Mar Jose Kalluvelil
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stated that Bishop Mar Jacob Angadiath was the permanent visitator for the
Syro-Malabar Catholics in Canada for fifteen (15) years and his original dreams
and wishes for our community has actually paved the ways for the formation
of the Eparchy of Mississauga.Mar Jose Kalluvelil thanked Mar Jacob
Angadiath for helping him personally all through the years from the time of his
election as the bishop of the Syro-Malabar Catholics in Canada.

Keynote address: In his response speech, H.E.Mar Jacob Angadiath
thanked Mar Jose Kalluvelil and everyone in the pastoral council for inviting
him to the Pastoral Council and greeting him the birthday wishes.In the ensuing
keynote speech, Mar Jacob Angadiath stated that currently everyone in the
world is going through an unprecedent situation, and at the same time one
good thing happening that there is the invincible presence of God everywhere.
Mar Jacob Angadiath said, God is with usthrough his invincible presence and
he is asking us to continue his missionon earth. If we want to know who a
missionary is, what is his/herrole and what all mysterious ways God is calling
us, just know the examples of  Blessed Carlo Acutis and Saint Teresa- the Little
Flower. Blessed Carlo Acutis was hardly 15 years old when he died, but within
that short periodhe has shown us on how to live for Jesus in the modern world.
Mar Jacob Angadiath said Saint Teresa had never come out of  her convent to
do any big missionary work, yet she became the patron saint of Mission League.
Mar Jacob Angadiath said, in order to follow Jesus and to become a missionary
we must bring the attitudes of  Blessed Carlo Acutis and Saint Teresa.

Mar Jacob Angadiath elaborated upon the “call to mission” by referring
to three bible verses. In Matthew 28:18 Jesus said”All authority in heaven
and on earth has been given to me. Go therefore and make disciples of
all nations, baptizing them in the name of  the of  the Father and the Son
and the Holy Spirit”.  Jesus sends out all who believed in him to continue his
mission on Earth. It is Jesus, who sends each of us to do the missionary work.
Why we should listen to Jesus? In Romans 10:11, St. Paulsays “Everyone who
calls upon the name of the Lord will be saved”. St. Paul teaches us to
follow Jesus and seek our salvation through Jesus. When Jesus calls us for doing
his missionary work what should be our response? We should be responding
like Prophet Isaiah said. Prophet Isaiah heard the voice of the Lord saying
“Whom shall I send, and who will go for us?” and his response to God
was”Here am I! Send me”. What qualities that we should be maintaining



while doing our missionary work? St. Francis of  Assissi says “when necessary,
use the words”; meaning, we give ourselves witness to Jesus though our deeds.

Group Discussion:

The council briefly discussed about the works of the pastoral council
and the COVID-19 Emergency Management Team. Mar Jose Kalluvelil and
the council appreciated the works and accomplishments of the Pastoral Council
and the COVID-19 Emergency Management Team. Financial Statement of
the Eparchy can be circulated along with the Agenda to have a clear clarity in
discussion. We should have more clarity on the “Thirattu Fees” collection. As
done in the previous years, a form that contains the list of  items included for
Thirattu fees will be circulated among Parishes.  We have asked all parishes to
introduce an accounting software – “Quickbooks”.  Once the Quickbooks is
introduced in our Eparchy it will be easy for us to get all consolidated financial
reports.

Eparchial Assembly: We had a plan to convoke the Eparchial Assembly
from October 17-19, 2020 but due to COVID-19 crisis we are unable to
convoke the assembly this year and we have postponed it to October 2021

Eparchy is planning to have a pastoral plan for 2020-2021. Yes,
discussions are underway among the pastors to have pastoral plan ready for
2020-2021.

It is in the best interest of the parishes and Eparchy that we conduct
seminar on Roles and Responsibilities of give them appropriate training
immediately after their election.

There was a suggestion to establish new missions in Yukon and New
Brunswick areas where there are so many international students.

 “How do we promote Pastoral Services in our community in the context
of COVID-19?”

We are going through an unprecedent COVID-19 crisis and we are
learning to live differently. There are changes happening to our behavior as we
evolve through the crisis. To do well in our pastoral services, we need to define
what is our opportunity anddesign new strategies accordingly. We need to hurry
ahead with our plans and projects. We are very late to embrace the technical
changes happening around us in our Eparchy. We need to include technical
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trainings in our training to all involved in pastoral services. We should replace
our conventional thinking by modern ideas. We never had been tech savvies,
yet we learned our ways to work differently and use our technology more
efficiently during the COVID-19 crisis.

End of  the group discussion: Rev. Fr. PathroseChampakara,
Moderator summarized various point of views of members and said there is
a lot of scope for modern-day communications in our social and spiritual
life. Encourage in-person attendance in Holy Mass whenever and wherever
possible. Holy Mass is a Sacrament and virtual Holy Mass cannot be a
substitute to the Sacrament of  Holy Mass. COVID-19 has changed the
lifestyle started to watch daily Holy Mass from the comfort of  our homes.
We need not be afraid – just be strong and courageous – and take precautions
as much possible to prevent the spread of  the virus.  Even the sacrament
like Holy Mass is performed using the possibilities of  modern-day
communication. It is my understanding that the church has given some
exemptions for people from attending sacraments in person due to the on-
going crisis, otherwise the physical presence of people cannot be avoided in
our sacraments. We need to continue use the modern-day communication in
our missionary efforts.

Concluding remarks: “We are God’s Co-workers”. By making the
concluding remarks, Mar Jose Kalluvelil appreciated everyone for their active
participation in the Pastoral Council meeting.  He appreciated the people
presented their reports, asked relevant questions, and lead a very beneficial
group discussion.  He spoke about the Eparchy having an ongoing pastoral
plan with three primary focuses:  a) Reach out to our scattered people, b) Strengthen
the people gathered, and c) Evangelize the people gathered.  He reported that we
have already made good progress in reaching out to the scattered people in
our Eparchy, and now our goal is to strengthen and evangelize them. It is
our focus now to strengthen our people through our pastoral services. We
are all called to work for the mission, and we are all send to work for the
mission. In the area of evangelization, we couldn’t do much, but we realize
that it is the time to start the work for strengthening our people through
evangelization. We had thought about the Eparchial Assembly for preparing
plans for the Eparchy, but due to COVID-19 we had to postpone our

Assembly to the next year. The epidemic that we currently dealing with is a
problem for many, but we need to consider it as an opportunity to work
differently. Mar Jose Kalluvelil invited everyone to work together for the
Eparchy. We are all coworkers of  God. Our functional ways are different,
but our goals are the same. Mar Jose Kalluvelil invited everyone to be
co-workers of God.

Vote of  Thanks. Mr. Augustine Joy thanked everyone, including Mar
Jose Kalluvelil, for presiding over the meeting and Mar Jacob Angadiath for
inaugurating the session. Special thanks were handed over to all for attending
the Pastoral Council meeting. Rev. Fr. Pathrose Champakara thanked Rev
Fr. Thomas Kalariparambil for being the MC and for keeping the order of
the meeting.
