FINDING CHRIST IN SUFFERING

Dear Friends in Christ,

Jesus is inviting us to walk through Lent 2021. This is a loving
invitation for a Lenten journey along with the cross of Christ which is an
appropriate preparation for Easter. During this global uncertainty of the
COVID-19 pandemic we are invited to travel close to Jesus and have a greater
sense of his purpose for our life. Let us enter into this graceful season and
experience a deep, powerful, and unforgettable Great Lent like never before!

God, the Primary Actor

The Church is called to read the “signs of the times” in light of our
faith. So, in the midst of everything we face with this pandemic, we need to
hear the voice of God and see his actions in the world. We need to be people
who love the truth because Jesus is the truth. Truth is not something we
determine; rather, it is something revealed, something to which we submit.

As Catholics, we believe in the “New Testament lies hidden in the
Old and the Old Testament is unveiled in the New” (CCC129). The Old
Testament, at its heart, points to Christ and to the Church, his Mystical Body.
So, a reflection on the trials and tribulations of the Israel in the Old Testament
can be a strong guide for seeing God’s hand active today in the Church, the
New Israel. The Psalm 137 reveals the sadness of Israel’s Babylonian captivity.
Their reaction to exile was one of abandonment and desolation; they thought
people favoured by God was gone for ever. But they did not remain in exile
for ever. Ezra-Nehemiah narrates Israel’s joyful return. During the period of
exile, they experienced God’s universal power. Their God was not just the
God of Israel among other gods, whose reign was limited to one place and
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one people; on the contrary, he was able to work beyond the boundaries of

the promised land to bring them back to their inheritance. Thus, the Israelites
learned anew that God is the primary actor in history, not them.

Find Christ’s Saving Hand in Crisis

God’s action, vey often is mysterious. The aforementioned small piece
of Salvation history is a lens through which we can reflect on how God is
acting in the Church today during this pandemic. As God purified Israel
while in exile and helped them to recall the covenant he had established, he
is purifying the Church today, calling us to repentance and to return to the
heart of renewed Christian life. This is a message of hope as well as a
challenge. It is an opportunity to pause and find Christ in the crisis brought
by the pandemic and to grow in our relationship with Christ, for whom “all
things are possible” (Mt 19:26).

We are called to follow Christ’s way more and more each day, which
is ultimately the way of Cross. He invites his disciples, “If any want to become
my followers, let them deny themselves and take up their cross daily and
follow me” (Lk 9:23). This is the Christian style because Jesus was the first
to walk this road. Pope Francis said in his homily on March 4, 2014, “There
is no Christian style without the Cross and without Jesus”. This style will
save us, it will bring us joy and make us fruitful.

Suffering Conquered by Love

During this Lenten journey we are invited to meditate on the salvific
value of Jesus’ suffering. St. John Paul II in his Apostolic Letter on the
Christian Meaning of Human Suffering (Sa/vifici Doloris) enumerates this fact
very clearly. “For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, that
whoever believes in him should not perish but have eternal life”(Jn 3:16).
These words, spoken by Christ in his conversation with Nicodemus, introduce
us into the very heart of God’s salvific work. They also express the very
essence of the theology of salvation. Salvation means liberation from evil;
and for this reason, it is closely bound up with the problem of suffering. God
gave his Son to “the world” to free man from evil. At the same time, the
very word “gave” indicates that this liberation must be achieved by the only
begotten Son through his own suffering. This is love for man, love for the
\“World”: it is salvific love (SD 14).
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With the passion of Christ (Cf. Is 53:3-9; 1Pt 2:21-25) all human

suffering find itself a new dimension. “In the Cross of Christ not only is the
Redemption through suffering, but suffering itself, has been redeemed (SD
15). The experience of the evil in Christ’s suffering became the price of
Redemption. St. Peter recounts, “You know that you were ransomed from
the futile ways inherited from your ancestors, not with perishable things like
silver or gold, but with the precious blood of Christ, like that of a lamb
without defect or blemish” (1Pt 1:18-19).

Cross, the Seat of Hope

In the death of Jesus, God has gone to the limits of our human
condition and to draw us up in his new life through his resurrection. Therefore,
no suffering is devoid of hope, because Christ has gone there before us, and
he has given it meaning and made it holy. As St. Paul affirms, “For I decided
to know nothing while I was with you except Jesus Christ, and him crucified”
(1Cor 2:2). St. Maximillian Kolbe courageously said, “The cross is the school
of love”.

The cross is always inviting us to embrace it as Christ’s saving mission
for the world. Embracing the cross means that we see hope in suffering. When
we embrace our mission to suffer with Christ on the cross, we become beacons
of hope to the broken world. No matter the darkness we are facing, we can
pray to Jesus, “Help me to see you in this”. Thus, we can make an act of
hope in suffering, and thereby participate in Christ’s salvific mission for the
Church and the world.

I wish and pray that this Great Lent be a graceful season of
appropriate preparation for Easter.

Prayer of Proclamation (Karozutha)

from January 31, 2021.

Central Committee Meeting

consists of the Eparchial Bishop, Vicar General, a Pastoral Council
representative, Directors and two lay representatives from the Departments
and Associations namely Pious Associations for Children (PAC), SMYM (Two
representatives each from SMYM National, SMYM International, and Jesus
Youth), Department of Catechesis and Family Apostolate.

Study Series- Year of St. Joseph

study materials to be discussed in the Family Unit Meeting. There will be
some questions to be discussed and suggestions to be carried out in personal
and community level. The report of the discussion and suggestions is to be
sent to the parish office. The Parish Council under the guidance of the parish
priest may do the follow up.
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Year of St. Joseph Study Series for the Month of February 2021

Introduction

Pope Francis declared the “Year of St. Joseph® to recall the 150®
anniversary of the declaration of St. Joseph as Patron of the Universal Church.
To mark the occasion, the Holy Father proclaimed a “Year of St. Joseph”
from 8 December 2020 to 8 December 2021. Pope Francis promulgated the
Apostolic Letter, ‘Patris Corde’™- meaning ‘With A Father’s Heart’- to
commemorate this gracious moment in the Church.

Context of the Year of St. Joseph

It was on 1870 December 8 that Pope Pius IX declared St. Joseph as
the Patron of the Universal Church by the promulgation of the decree
Quemadmodum Deus. Blessed Pius IX emphasizes in the decree that ‘when in
these troublesome times the Church is beset by enemies on every side and is
weighed down by calamities so heavy that ungodly men assert that the gates
of hell have at length prevailed against her, he constituted St. Joseph as the
Patron of the Church’.

His Successor Pope Leo XIII reminds us “The special motives for
which St. Joseph has been proclaimed Patron of the Church, and from which
the Church looks for singular benefit from his patronage and protection, are
that Joseph was the spouse of Mary and that he was reputed the Father of
Jesus Christ” (Leo X111, Encyclical QuamqnamPlueris, August 15, 1889).

Again, Pope John Paul II specifies that “Inspired by the Gospel, the
Fathers of the Church from the earliest centuries stressed that just as St.
Joseph took loving care of Mary and gladly dedicated himself to Jesus Christ’s
upbringing, he likewise watches over and protects Christ’s Mystical body,
that is the Church” (Pope John Paul II, Apostolic Exhortation RedemptorisCustos-
Guardian of the Redeemer- August 15, 1989). As St. Joseph’s dedication and
obedience to the will of God protected Jesus and Mary from the challenges
they confronted, the Church today is more in the need of this father’s patronage
and protection than any other time in the history of the Church.




Qn. What are the challenges that the Church face today?

Seeing the challenges, the Church in person and the world at large
encountering today, Pope Francis invites all of us to grow in the devotion to
Joseph by imitating the virtues enshrined in his life.

Use every chance to learn this Apostolic Letter. Practice a deep passion
to imitate the virtues in your personal lives. Plead for the protection of St.
Joseph in your lives. Consecrate yourself to St. Joseph, ‘acknowledging St.
Joseph as your spiritual father, and you want to be like him. To show it, you
entrust yourself entirely to his paternal care so that he can lovingly help you
acquire his virtues and become holy. St. Joseph, in turn, will give those
consecrated to him his loving attention, protection and guidance’ (Fr. Donald
Calloway MIC, Consecration to St. Joseph).

St. Joseph assures to us in this year devoted to him, “I know you are
broken; I know you are wounded; my children, I am going to console you
with my mercy in this extraordinary time”. For this purpose, the Apostolic
Penitentiary of the Church has issued a decree offering 16 things to acquire
the gift of special plenary indulgences* in this year under the usual conditions
(sincere repentance and the desire to lead a holy life, sacramental confession,
Eucharistic Communion, and prayer for the Pope’s intention). This special
indulgence will give you remission of the entire temporal punishment for
sin. This means that if you die this year after receiving the plenary indulgences,
you can walk directly to paradise. He will definitely accompany you in your
earthly pilgrimage to paradise as he accompanied Jesus and Mother Mary.

Though his name is mentioned only few times in the Gospel, St.
Joseph is an arable land of virtues and the Church has given him several
attributes namely, most valiant protector and guardian of the Church, the
most chaste, the most just lover of poverty, the model of workers, most
obedient and the head of the Holy Family, most faithful, mirror of patience,
most prudent, the terror of demons, patron of dying, and the solace of the
afflicted and the most chaste, guardian of virgins and the pillar of families.
See, how magnificent his life is!

Reflection onPatris Corde- With A Father’s Heart

All the faithful in the Eparchy of Mississauga are invited to listen
to the series of classes prepared in line with the Apostolic Letter, Parris
Corde by Pope Francis. Now let us reflect on the introductory part of the
document.

It is WITH A FATHER’S HEART that Joseph loved Jesus. All the
four Gospels refer to Jesus as “the son of Joseph”. Nevertheless, the two
Evangelists, Matthew and Luke who speak most of Joseph, tell us very
little, that is enough for us to understand the greatness of St. Joseph and
the mission entrusted to him by God’s providence.

Some Biblical References about St. Joseph

We know that Joseph was a lowly carpenter (Mt 13, 55), betrothed
to Mary (Mt 1, 18; Lk 1, 27). He was a “just man” (Mt 1, 19) and was
always ready to carry out God’s will as revealed to him in the Law (Lk 2,
22; 27; 39) and through four dreams (Mt 1, 20; 2, 13; 19; 22). After a long
and tiresome journey from Nazareth to Bethlehem, Joseph beheld the birth
of the Messiah in a stable. He witnessed the adoration of the shepherds
(Lk 2, 8-20) and the Magi (Mt 2, 1-12) who represented the people of Israel
and the pagan peoples, respectively.

Joseph had the courage to become the legal and foster father of
Jesus to whom he gave the name revealed by the angel (Mt 1, 21). As we
know, for ancient people, to give a name to a person or to a thing was to
establish a relationship.

In the temple, forty days after Jesus’ birth, Joseph and Mary offered
their child to the Lord and he listened with amazement to Simeon’s prophecy
concerning Jesus and his Mother (Lk 2, 22-35). To protect Jesus from Herod,
Joseph dwelt as a foreigner in Egypt. After returning to his own country, he
led a hidden life in the tiny and unknown village of Nazareth in Galilee, far
from Bethlehem, his ancestral town, and far from Jerusalem and the Temple.
When, during a pilgrimage to Jerusalem, Joseph and Mary lost track of the
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twelve-year-old Jesus, they anxiously sought Him out and found Him in the
Temple.

What a commitment!

“Total commitment to Mary, the elect of all the women of the earth
and of history, always his virgin spouse, never his wife physically, and total
commitment to Jesus, who was his offspring only by legal descendants, not
by the flesh. He had the burdens, the responsibilities, the risks, and the labors
surrounding the Holy Family. His was the service, the work, the sacrifice, in
the shadows of that gospel picture in which we love to meditate on him; and
we are certainly not mistaken, for we all know him now and call him Blessed”
(Pope Paul VI).

After Mary, the Mother of God, no saint is mentioned more frequently
in the papal teaching than Joseph. Appreciating his role in the history of
salvation, Blessed Pius IX declared him “Patron of the Church” (1870),
Venerable Pius XII proposed him as “Patron of Workers” (1955) and Saint
John Paul IT as “Guardian of the Redeemer” (1989).

Qn. How can we practice the virtues enshrined in the life of
St. Joseph in our own personal and family life?

In Patris Corde, Pope Francis shares his personal reflections on St.
Joseph, who is so close to our human experience. During these months of
the pandemic, amid the crisis, we experience the sacrificial life of some ordinary
people, those people often unnoticed, who work together to sustain our lives.
We do not find their names in newspaper and magazine headlines, but they
are creating history silently. Doctors, nurses, storekeepers and supermarket
workers, house keeping, caregivers, transport workers, men and women
working to provide essential services and public safety, volunteers, priests,
men and women religious, and so many others. We see many people daily
exercise patience and offer hope to society, taking care to spread shared
responsibility, not panic. Dear children, your parents, grandparents, and
teachers are showing you in their own way, how to accept and deal with a
crisis by adjusting your routines and trusting ultimately in God. You are praying,
making sacrifices, and interceding for the good of all.
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Conclusion

Thus, we can discover in St. Joseph -a man who is unnoticed and has
a hidden presence- an intercessor, support, and a guide intimes of trouble.
He is so close to our own personal experiences. St. Joseph reminds us that
those who are unnoticed or in the shadows can play an incomparable role in
the history of salvation. When you commit completely to dedicate yourself
to your family and work, you also resemble St. Joseph.

Qn. How can we resemble to St. Joseph in your family life- total
commitment to family and life?

Suggestions for the year of St. Joseph

¢ Obtain Special Indulgence in the Year of St. Joseph.

¢ Learn the different attributes given to St. Joseph traditionally in the
Church.

¢ *What is indulgence: Even though confessed and forgiven sins will not
send a person to hell; consequences remain to be a pad on earth or in
purgatory. An indulgence frees the recipient from those consequences.
An indulgence may be plenary when it remits all temporal punishment
required to cleanse the soul attachment to anything but God or partial
when it remits only part of the temporal punishment.
