POST SYNODAL CIRCULAR

George Cardinal Alencherry, the Major Archbishop of the
Syro-Malabar Church, to the Archbishops, Bishops, Priests, Consecrated
Men and Women and Lay Faithful of the Syro-Malabar Church. May the

Grace of the Lord be with you all!

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The First Session of the XXIX Synod of the Syro-Malabar Church was
held on line from January 11 to 16, 2021 because of the Covid -19. Various issues
connected with the faith and the Church in the social, spiritual and political areas
were discussed during the days of the Synod. The Synod remembered with grateful
feelings the deep and committed work of the faithful during these troubled times
to preserve their faith and love of the Church in spite of the limitations imposed by
the pandemic. The Fathers of the Synod acknowledged with gratitude the heroic
leadership rendered by the steady presence of the Holy Father as a pillar of hope
and faith. The Encyclical, Fratelli tutti, affirming that all are brothers, was a timely
social teaching. It is a matter of great joy that 235 deacons were ordained priests
who should be seen as a string of stars lighted by God during these dark days of
the Covid.

Congratulations and Remembrances

The Synod offered their prayerful condolences at the passing away of Mar
Paul Chittilapilly and Archbishop Mar Joseph Chennoth who were the zealous
shepherds of the Church. Mar Paul Chittilapilly who did a magnificent work for
the all round development of the Eparchies of Kalyan and Thamarassery contributed
immensely to the renewal of the liturgy and for the codification of the Particular

\Law of the Church. Archbishop Joseph Chennoth who was the Apostolic Nuncio )
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to Japan was honoured with the highest civilian award by the Government of Japan.

May God bless these dear bishops and may their souls rest in peace!

The Synod offered its prayers and blessings to Geevarghese Mar Aprem
who was appointed the Auxiliary Bishop of the Archeparchy of Kottayam. His
appointment can be seen as a great witness to the fraternal relationship between the
Syro-Malabar and the Syro-Malankara Churches.

Ministry for the Youth

The Syro-Malabar Youth Movement (SMYM) is the official organization
for the youth of the Church. KCYM is the federation of the youth wings of the
three Churches sui iuris. It is through the membership of the SMYM that one becomes
a member of the KCYM. The Synod desires that all the youth between the ages of
15 through 30 should become members of the SMYM. The Synod accepted the
recommendation of the Youth Commission that all the Epatchies should take up a
time bound programme to enlist all the youth in their respective Eparchies to become
members of the SMYM. Those who are above the age of 35 should become active
in the various ministries of the Church by becoming members of the Catholic
Congtress. Arrangements for this will be made at the organizational level of the
Catholic Congress.

Liturgy

The Synod held a detailed discussion of the issues connected with liturgical
matters. It has now become necessary to cremate the dead on account of the Covid.
The Synod has given approval for the prayers that should be said on occasions when
cremations are taking place. These prayers are to be used from now onwards. The
Synod requests the faithful to show the same respect to the dead whether they are
cremated or buried. The Synod has given approval to a new set of liturgical readings
on an experimental basis. During the next liturgical cycle, this new set of readings
will be used. The Synod has also given its approval to the list of feasts according to
the priority of their importance. Discussions were also held with regard to the revision

of the breviary.
Persecutions against Christians

The Synod expressed its deep shock over the increased attacks and acts of

violence against Christians all over the world. It is terrifying to find that around

\ y
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thirteen Christians are murdered daily in the world. The killing of 750 Christians in

Ethiopia during the Christmas 2020 sent shockwaves in the Christian world. Their
heroic deaths should enliven our faith. We shall pray for the Christians in those lands

of persecution so that they may be blessed with infinite patience and endurance.
Farmers’ Agitation

The Synod has expressed its solidarity with the farmers who are engaged in
a long struggle for their rights at the Capital of India. The anxiety of the farmers
that their natural rights would be curtailed through the new laws enacted to satisfy
the demands of the corporate sector has to be alleviated. New markets for agricultural
products, grant of support prices, dismantling of controls with regard to the storage
of essential products, contract farming etc are the issues that disturb the farmers.
The new laws were enacted without any prior consultation with the farmers. It is
highly troubling to find the farmers who feed the country are to go on a long
struggle to solve their grievances. The farmers in Kerala who are experiencing deep
hardship on account of the low price of their products, attacks of wild animals,

creation of buffer zones etc need support and help.
Discipline in the Church

Discipline in the Church has a very important role to play to pres erve the
unity and example of the Church. The Synod has noted that recently some lay people,
priests and the religious have come forward with positions that challenge the unity
and the structure of the Church. Those issues that are to be discussed at the internal
forums of the Church are being discussed in public by these people, causing great
harm to the Church. The Synod has authorized the bishops to take necessary
disciplinary actions against those who indulge in activities that are against the teachings
and the authority of the Church.

Fundamentalism is a threat against the communal harmony and the unity of
the society. The prevalence of certain attitudes that are fundamentalist and divisive in
liturgy, charismatic renewal and inter religious relations is causing confusion and
disturbance in the Church, according to the Synod. These fundamentalist activities
filled with intolerance and provocations are the causes of many divisions and
differences in the Church and the society. The Synod has assessed that such positions,
though outwardly appearing as helpful to the Church, are really causing very far

reaching disastrous results and hence is urging the faithful to be more vigilant.
\
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I wish all the blessings of the Paschal season and of the Lent. During this
year dedicated specially to St. Joseph, I entrust all of you to the loving protection of
St. Joseph. May the intercession of the Blessed Virgin Mary and of our Father in
Faith, St. Thomas the Apostle, be with all of you.

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YEAR OF ST. JOSEPH STUDY SERIES- MARCH 2021

ST. JOSEPH, THE BELOVED FATHER OF JESUS
Prepared by Rev. Fr. Jose Alencherry

Introduction

Pope Francis in ‘Patris Corde’ tells us, “Fathers are not born, but made. A
man does not become a father simply by bringing a child into the world, but by
taking up the responsibility to take care of that child. Whenever a man accepts
responsibility for the life of another, in some way he becomes a father to that person”

#7).
1. Joseph, a God-made Father

Joseph is not the biological father of Jesus. Yet the revealed Word of God
calls Jesus, “the son of Joseph the carpenter”. Joseph was made the Father of Jesus
by God the Father. Joseph gave the name “Jesus” to the child, which was revealed to
him by the angel of God Mt.1/21). Giving a name to a person or a thing indicates
possession, authority, and relationship. Joseph was the father of Jesus, made by God.
Fatherhood is a vocation, motherhood too.

2. Joseph, a Self-made Father

Fathers are not born; but made. He became a father over the years. It involved
a process.

2.1 Joseph is a self-made father and the head of the Holy Family because he was
successful in establishing an endearing relationship with Mary and Jesus: respecting
and acknowledging others is very basic to establishing relationships. It is acknowledging
the fact that ‘I’ become a real ‘I’ only in relation to the other (thou). Joseph was very
successful in creating this relationship with Mary and Jesus [He accepted Mary who
was pregnant as his wife — he was “unwilling to put her to shame” (Mt.1/19) and
took care of all her needs]. He became a successful father by establishing an
endearing relationship with Jesus. Though we do not have a lot of information
about the childhood of Jesus in the Bible, we have enough to infer a lot about
Josephs personality: Pope Francis says, “Matthew and Luke, the two Evangelists
who speak most of Joseph, tell us very little, yet enough for us to appreciate what
sort of father he was, and the mission entrusted to him by God’s providence” (PC,
Introduction). Joseph cared for baby Jesus; protected his life from the enemies;
carnestly sought for him when he was missing; unbelievably behaved when he was
found in the Temple. Fathers and mothers must earn their titles.
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Question: ‘Joseph is a God-made’ and a ‘self-made’ father? Explain.

2.2 The word ‘became’ indicates a process: Biological fatherhood/
motherhood is instantaneously achieved — as soon as a baby is born, the man
responsible for it becomes a father. His name will appear in the birth certificate as
father even if the person is not actually in the present picture. It is the mother of the
baby who gives the name of the father. Biological fatherhood/motherhood is
instantaneous and static. Any biologically normal person can become a biological
father or mother.

Whereas ‘fatherthood/motherhood through relationship’ becomes over
the years; ‘becoming’ points to a process; telational fatherhood/motherhood
involves a process; it may constantly change; it is never static. The ‘thou’ in
this respect is the child, though the mother may have some role in it. Joseph became
a father based on his relationship with Jesus, based on whatever he did for Jesus
over the years. “Jesus grew in wisdom and in years and in divine and human favor”
(Lk 2/52). This growth of baby Jesus into adulthood was dependent on the role
model of mother, Mary and father, Joseph. He became a perfect human being
because he had two perfect human beings as parents. Rightly Pope Francis quoting
Hosea 11/3-4 concludes, “As the Lord had done with Israel, so Joseph did with
Jesus: “he taught him to walk, taking him by the hand; he was for him like a fatherwho
raises an infant to his cheeks, bending down to him and feeding him” (#2). Relational
fatherhood/motherhood is earned. Its quality depends on the person’s dealings.

Question: Explain the differences between ‘biological father’ and ‘relational
father’?

3. Joseph is the ‘Beloved’ Father of Jesus

The word ‘beloved’ (agapetos) is a term of affectionate endearment common
to both Old and New Testaments (NT). What is the meaning of ‘beloved’ in the
Bible? It means “deatly loved”. Thus, a beloved person is one who is dearly loved.
Israel was the beloved spouse of Yahweh. In the OT, the word is used 42 times of
which 26 times it appears in the Song of Solomon. Here it is more romantic and the
Greek word for it is ‘dodh’. In the NT, it is more ‘respect and benevolent regard’ and
the Greek verb is ‘agapeo’ which refers exclusively to divine and Christine love. Thus,
Jesus is called, “my beloved Son”.Hence the expression, Joseph is the beloved father’
means he was chosen and dearly loved by God. ‘Beloved’ is a relationship term; it
qualifies the relationship between two people. Thus, the adjective ‘beloved’ defines
the relationship that Jesus had toward Joseph. he is the beloved father of Jesus as he
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was deatly loved and respected by Jesus (Lk 2/51). We are called to be beloved
fathers and mothers.

Question: Joseph is the ‘beloved’ father of Jesus: Expand this statement by
adding your observations.

4. Biblical Understanding of Fatherhood

4.1 God the Father: The most important father figure in the Bible is God the Father
— the ultimate role model for all human dads. His love, kindness, patience, wisdom
and protectiveness are very difficult standards to live up to. He is also forgiving,
understanding, answering the prayers and giving expert counsels to His children.

Question: Give some biblical citations for each of the attributes of God’s
fatherhood.

4.2 Eminent fathers in the Bible: Analyzing some of the prominent families
(Abraham and Sarah, Isaac and Rebeca, Jacob and Rachel, Zachariah and Elizabeth,
Joseph and Mary etc.) in the Bible, we understand that the priorities of the fathers in
those families, in addition to being dedicated to work, strongly committed to the
family and loving the members, and persevering in life, were carrying out the will of
God and being faithful to Him. They all believed that they were chosen by God and
that they were discharging a God-given task. They always kept an unbroken link with
God who chose them to be His representatives. Loyalty to God was an important
trait in their lives.

The heads of these families were specially chosen by God and they were
tulfilling God-given tasks. Selection by God, and act as intermediaries between God
and the family or the people are two important traits of fatherhood, in the Bible.
Joseph was chosen by God and he was a totally dedicated person to his call. He was
loyal to God and to the family entrusted to his care. He was an embodiment of the
biblical understanding of fatherhood. He had all the attributes of God the Father
and therefore, he was known as a “just man”.

Question: Explain the Biblical foundation for ‘fatherhood’. What are the
two components of ‘fatherhood’ in the bible? Explain.
