Inauguration of the Eparchy and Installation of the Eparchial Bishop
“Thanks be to God for his ineffable gift” (2Cor 9:15)

Pope Francis has disposed the elevation of the Syro-Malabar Exarchate in Canada 
to Eparchy with the title of Mississauga. Simultaneously he has appointed me as 
the Bishop (Eparch) of the new Eparchy. The news of the elevation of the Apostolic 
Exarchate for the Syro-Malabar Catholics in Canada was published in Rome, in 
Mount St. Thomas Kakkanad and in Canada on Saturday, December 22, 2018. 
It was indeed the “Christmas gift of 2018” for us! Let us all thank God for this 
ineffable gift. 
An Exarchate, as you know, is a preparatory step towards the creation of an Eparchy 
(diocese). A bishop in the Catholic Church is consecrated for a specific Eparchy. 
Consequently, I have been assigned as the bishop of the titular See of Tabalta.
Canon 188 § 2 of the Code of Canons of Oriental Churches articulates about the 
eparchial bishop taking canonical possession of the Eparchy after episcopal election 
or appointment. And Canon 189 §1 says that the Eparchial bishop takes canonical 
possession of the Eparchy by the installation, legitimately carried out, in which the 
apostolic or patriarchal letter of canonical provision is publicly read.
At the time of my episcopal ordination there was only the Exarchate, no Eparchy. 
Therefore, the canonical requirement of enthronement was not possible. Now the 
eparchy is created, and the canonical possession and installation of the bishop is 
to be fulfilled. We would like to do this in a spiritual, simple and meaningful way 
during the Holy Qurbana, headed by our Major Archbishop Mar George Cardinal 
Alencherry, in the presence of Most Rev. Luigi Bonazzi, Apostolic Nuncio to 
Canada, Thomas Cardinal Collins, Archbishop of Toronto, other Archbishops and 
Bishops on May 25, 2019 at St. Alphonsa Cathedral, Mississauga.

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PASTORAL VISIT IN WESTERN REGION - REPORT
God has given to the bishops the responsibility to shepherd his flock. Paul says 
in Acts 20:28, “Pay attention to yourselves and to all of the flock among which 
the Holy Spirit has set you to be overseers to shepherd God’s Church, that he 
acquired with his own blood”. The bishops must give answer to God for the 
discharge of their offices. CCEO Canon 396,1 reminds: “A bishop is obliged to 
visit the diocese annually either in whole or in part, so that he visits the entire 
diocese at least every five years either personally or, if he has been legitimately 
impeded, through the coadjutor bishop, an auxiliary, vicar general, episcopal vicar, 
or another presbyter.” Further, the Directory for the Pastoral Ministry of Bishops 
(Apostolorum Successores) defines, “the pastoral visit is an apostolic endeavor, an 
event of grace.” 
By the grace of God my pastoral visit in the Western Regions of the Diocese of 
Mississauga from 13 March to 01 May 2019 was really a spirit-filled apostolic 
endeavor and an event of grace. It has special relevance in the context of the official 
inauguration of the diocese and the installation of the bishop. With extreme sense of 
gratitude to God, the good Shepherd,  I gratefully acknowledge the effective pastoral 
planning and generous support of all our Rev. Fathers who have done everything 
for the smooth and successful conduct of the pastoral visit. My heartfelt thanks to 
Rev. Frs.
