St. Joseph’s Year Study Series- 05

ST. JOSEPH: AN ACCEPTING FATHER
Author: Fr. Boby Joy Muttathuvalayil
Introduction

Patris Corde (With a Father’s Hear?), the Apostolic Letter of Pope Francis
presents seven aspects of the fatherhood of St. Joseph. In this “Year of St.
Joseph” the Holy Father invites us to reflect on these seven aspects and “to
increase our love for this great saint, to encourage us to implore his intercession
and to imitate his virtues and his zeal.” During this month we “Go to Joseph,”
to meditate his life as “An Accepting Father”.

1. An Accepting Father

This fourth characteristic of St. Joseph’s fatherly heart is at the center
of the apostolic letter. If Patris Corde was a diamond mine, this part would
contain the motherlode of precious gems, accessible to us, if we are willing
to dig for them. The Holy Father states: “Often in life, things happen whose
meaning we do not understand. Our first reaction is frequently one of
disappointment and rebellion. Joseph set aside his own ideas in order to accept
the course of events and, mysterious as they seemed, to embrace them, take
responsibility for them and make them part of his own history” (Patris Corde).
Let us focus on these sentences and dig out precious gems contained in them.

1.1 “Often in life, things happen whose meaning we do not un-
derstand”.

Thomas A. Kempis writes in his celebrated book The Imitation of Christ:
“For human beings propose, but God disposes, nor is the course of their life
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as they would have it” (Book 1, Chapter 19, No. 2). It is the fact that life is
full of uncertainties. As human beings, we plan both our lives and schedules
as best as we can. However, as much as we can plan, nobody knows what will
happen next or whether things will turn out as planned. At times, things happen
to us that we don’t want, things that burden us, deprive us, and frighten us.

1.2 “Our first reaction is frequently one of disappointment and rebellion”.

“For my thoughts are not your thoughts, nor are your ways my ways,
says the Lord” (Isaiah 55:8). We all know this for sure, however we want to
have things as we planned. We want to control the reality. If something happens
against our plans, we feel depressed, disappointed and go even to the extent
of losing our faith in God.

1.3 “Joseph set aside his own ideas in order to accept the course
of events and, mysterious as they seemed...”

Joseph’s reaction, when he hears that Mary is pregnant, is to suspect
her of adultery, one of the grounds for divorce in Jewish law. In the light of
that, “Her husband Joseph, being a righteous man and unwilling to expose her
to public disgrace, planned to dismiss her quietly. But just when he had resolved
to do this, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream and said, “Joseph,
son of David, do not be afraid to take Mary as your wife, for the child conceived
in her is from the Holy Spirit” (Mt 1:120). The dream upturns his original
decision. God intervenes, more is asked of Joseph. He is called to revisit and
revise his original intentions. Joseph was free to accept the course of events,
knowing that God was in control even when he could not see the bigger
picture. St. John Henry Newman comments: “God knows what He is about”.

1.4 “to embrace them, take responsibility for them and make
them part of his own history”.

St. Joseph’s spiritual path “is not one that explains but accepts”. His
acceptance does not mean that he is “passively resigned, but courageously
and firmly proactive”. How did St. Joseph become proactive during painful
circumstances? It is only with “Holy Spirit’s gift of fortitude,” and full of
hope, he is able “to accept life as it is, with all its contradictions, frustrations
and disappointments.” St. Joseph teaches us that life is a gift from God and
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our circumstances are the time and place in which we are to live this gift. He
never reacted to his circumstances, he responded to them: “He did not look
for shortcuts, but confronted reality with open eyes and accepted personal
responsibility for it.”

2. How did St. Joseph do this?

The Holy Scripture presents St. Joseph as “righteous man” (Mt. 1:19),
a devout observer of Mosaic law and a man who gave to God what belongs
to God. The theological virtues of faith, hope and charity (love) helped St.
Joseph to be an accepting father.

2.1 Faith

The Catechism of the Catholic Church defines faith as “the theological
virtue by which we believe in God and believe all that he has said and revealed
to us, and that Holy Church proposes for our belief, because he is truth itself.
By faith “man freely commits his entire self to God.” For this reason, the
believer seeks to know and do God’s will. The righteous shall live by faith”
(1814). We find that St. Joseph’s life mirrored that definition of faith.He was
obedient to whatever God asked of him regardless of the outcome. He trusted
in divine providence. His faith was not depending upon circumstances. His
faith was rooted in the reality of who God is. Therefore, he trusted the angel’s
words. “We know that all things work together for good for those who love
God, who are called according to his purpose (Rom 8, 28). In practice, through
St. Joseph, it is as if God were to repeat to us: “Do not be afraid!” because
“faith gives meaning to every event, however happy or sad,” and makes us
aware that “God can make flowers spring up from stony ground.” Faith does
not mean “finding facile and comforting solutions,” rather “to find the courage
to live them [our lives] in accordance with the Gospel”.

2.2 Hope

The Catholic Church teaches: “Hope is the theological virtue by which
we desire the kingdom of heaven and eternal life as our happiness, placing
our trust in Christ’s promises and relying not on our own strength, but on the
help of the grace of the Holy Spirit” (CCC 1817). The virtue of hope enabled
St. Joseph to obey whatever was asked of him by the angel, even though he
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did not understand the bigger picture. In hope we are moved to desire the end-
goal of our life and disposed to trust that Christ will get us there, relying on
the goodness, power, and grace of the Holy Spirit whose love will see us
safely through to that end: the Beatific Vision and supernaturally infused
bliss.

2.3 Chatity (Love)

Pope Francis tells us that, “The nobility of Joseph’s heart is such that
what he learned from the law he made dependent on charity” St. Joseph
subjected his duties to the law of love. He embraced his obligations, and
accepted his circumstances not as burdens, but as personal occasions to love.
This attitude enabled him to accept “Mary unconditionally”. Thus, he
“encourages us to accept and welcome others as they are, without exception,
and show special concern for the weak, for God choses what is weak”.
The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches: “Charity is the theological virtue
by which we love God above all things for his own sake, and our neighbor as
ourselves for the love of God” (1822).

Conclusion

Pope Francis presents St. Joseph to us as our spiritual guide: “The spiritual
path that Joseph traces for us is not one that explains, but accepts.” And yet,
this proactive acceptance opens to us the horizon of “a broader history, [and]
a deeper meaning,” even disclosing to us the mysterious part we play in salvation
history.
