ADDITIONAL CIRCULAR ON SABHADINAM
TO THE EPARCHIES OUTSIDE INDIA

Dear brothers and sisters in Jesus Christ,

I am very happy to offer you my prayers and greetings on the feast
of the Dukrana which falls on July 3, the Feast of St. Thomas the Apostle
who brought the faith to Kerala. The Syro-Malabar Church traces its faith
to the preaching of St. Thomas the Apostle who came to India in 52 A.D,
established seven Communities (Churches) and was martyred in Mylapore,
Tamil Nadu in 72 A.D. The great Church historian, Eusebius of Caesarea,
from whose work, Ecclesiastical History, we get all the information about

the growth and development of the Church, mentions the presence of Chris-

tianity in India in the second Century A.D. As you live in countries like the
US, Canada, Europe, England, Australia, New Zealand and Ireland that are
more aware of the Western historical account of the growth of the Church,
you may often be asked about the origin of Christianity in India. Your life
should be a shining example of the vitality and dynamism of the faith received
from St. Thomas the Apostle which would carry more weight than any histori-
cal records. The tradition of the Christian faith in India has been attested by
both ancient and modern scholars. St. Gregory Naziansus of the 4th century

mentions that “Thomas preached the Gospel in India and was martyred there.”

The Apostolic origin of our faith increases our debt and gratitude to
St. Thomas. We have to be living our faith in the country in which we live. You
have a great responsibility to bear witness to Christ as you live in the most
technologically advanced countries in the world. The words that St. Thomas
uttered at the vision of the Risen Christ, ’My Lord and my God”, remain as
the loudest and the most bold acknowledgement of the whole universe to
God’s supreme act of love for the sending of His Son for the salvation of the
human race. On this great day of the celebration, make every effort by the
grace of God to enliven this faith in your families and in the societies in which
you live. The Syro-Malabar Church is really blessed in the sense that its roots
have grown deep in US, Canada, England, Europe, Ireland, Australia and New
Zealand. The sons and daughters of the Church now have become part of the
life and culture of these countries. Your faith has to become a leaven counter-

acting the secularist and consumerist attitudes prevalent in your societies.

A central committee was formed and started functioning with strategic
planning. Based on the opinion of the People of God from grass-root level,
they have successfully identified the themes of the Assembly. The Heads of
the different Departments of the Eparchy, with the support of the experts
on each theme, have prepared the Lineamenta document. Thus, by the grace
of God we could almost complete the preparation for the Parish Assembly.
It was scheduled to conduct in the month of July 2020 in different levels,
like Children Assembly, Youth Assembly and Adult Assembly.

As you know since there
are many restrictions still in place due to COVID-19, we are unable to conduct
either Parish Assembly or Eparchial Assembly effectively on the proposed
dates. Therefore, after due diligence and prayers we have decided to postpone
the Eparchial Assembly to October 15, Friday to 17, Sunday 2021.

A Short Report of the Voacation Promotion for the Year 2020

Knights of Columbus

Knights of Columbus Founder Fr. Michael
McGivney to be Beatified:

We are very glad and thankful to announce that
Pope Francis approved a miracle attributed to the
intercession of Fr. Michael ]. McGivney Wednesday.
paving the way for the beatification of the founder of
the Knights of Columbus. A press release from the

Knights of Columbus May 27 said the miracle recognized
by Pope Francis involved an unborn child in the United

States who was healed in utero of a life-threatening condition in 2015
after his family prayed to Fr. McGivney.

Late-19™ century Connecticut was marked by the growing fraternal
benefit societies, anti Catholic prejudice and dangerous factory working
conditions that left many families fatherless. Fr Michael, a 29-year old
assistant pastor of St Mary’s Church In New Haven, Connecticut gathered
a group of men at his parish on Oct 2, 2881 and proposed a lay organization
to prevent Catholic men from entering secret societies antithetical to Church
teaching, uniting Catholic men and helping families of the deceased
members.

Today it is the world’s largest Catholic fraternal service organization,
with nearly two million members in more than a dozen countries.

Supreme Knight Carl A. Anderson said: “Fr. McGivney has in-
spired generations of Catholic men to roll up their sleeves and put their
faith into action. He was decades ahead of his time in giving the laity an
important role within the Church.”

Parish Life

Three Family Units used to meet every week through Zoom to pray and
socialize. These meetings were very alive and interesting for the
participants. These Zoom meetings have better participation than in-person
meetings; but with less chances for interaction and interpersonal
relationships.

There have been two Masses at 9.00 am and 5.00 pm on Sundays and
both have been live online for the sake of the viewers. These Masses wete
well attended. These online Masses provided a link between the parish
and families.

The Church reopened on 19 June, Friday for Mass with 30% of the capacity
according to the norms given by the government. The members of the
Parish Council under the leadership of the Trustees did a good job to
sanitize and prepare the Church and the surroundings to welcome back
the members. There are three Masses on Sundays: Family Units, Sunday
School kids and SMYM members take turn to assist, sing, and read for
theses Masses which makes the Masses livelier and more participatory.

To involve more people into the decision making and execution processes,
different committees are formed under the leadership of the Parish Council
Members elected by the Family Units. These convenors of the committees
form the Executive Committee who provide the availability of urgent
consultations and decision making.

There are 12 parish committees to cover the main areas of the parish life.

A new Media Committee is formed with the intention of making parish
administration more efficient and up to date. This committee is given the
charge of updating parish data and making required software available for
doing everything digitally.

Two new PROs are appointed to manage matters concerning public
relations more efficiently and diligently. They are doing their job very well.

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Guidelines concerning descriptions of jobs and responsibilities of various
committees, Family Units, and different positions are under preparation
which will presumably help efficient and smooth life of the parish.

The parish has put out a new Website which was prepared by Mr. Jithin
Sebastian under the Guidance of Fr. Jose Alencherry. On May 31° the
Pastor launched the Website in the presence of Jithin and hundreds of

other members online. Fr. Alencherry thanked Jithin for his great
contribution. The new Website is well liked by the people.

Sr. Jessy has been serving the parish in various capacities for almost three
years. She worked in the parish office as office secretary and helping with
accounting.
