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Decision of the Synod on the
Implementation of  the Revised Text &

Uniform Mode of  Celebration of  Holy Qurbana
 1. The Synod of Bishops of the Syro-Malabar Church unanimously decided

to begin the celebration of Holy Qurbana using the revised text (editio
typica) with the recognitio of the Apostolic See (Letter of the Oriental
Congregation, Prot. N. 248/2004, dated 9 June 2021) with effect from
the First Sunday of the Season of Annunciation (28 November 2021).

2. The Synod unanimously accepts the exhortation of  the Holy Father Pope
Francis through his letter dated 3 July 2021, addressed to the bishops,
clergy, religious and laity of  the Syro-Malabar Church, to implement the
uniform mode of  celebration of  the Holy Qurbana in all eparchies in the
Syro-Malabar Church as decided by the November 1999 Synod and reit-
erated by the Synodal Sessions in 2020 and approved by the Congrega-
tion for the Eastern Churches (Prot. N. 1796/99, dated 17 December
1999; Prot. N. 248/2004 dated 9 November 2020 & 9 June 2021) to-
gether with the implementation of the revised text of Holy Qurbana
from the First Sunday (28 November) of the Season of Annunciation
2021. The Congregation through its letter dated 9 June 2021 has speci-
fied the uniform mode of  celebration as follows: “the celebrant shall
face the faithful at the Bema during the Liturgy of  the Word, turn to-
wards the Altar - in the same direction that the faithful are facing - for
the Liturgy of  the Eucharist, and once again face the faithful during the
concluding rites after Holy Communion” (Prot. N. 248/2004).

3. The bishops of certain Eparchies who expressed their difficulties to imple-
ment the decision in the whole eparchy will, abiding by the above men-
tioned decisions, introduce the uniform mode of  celebration starting with
the cathedrals, pilgrim centers, religious communities, possible parishes,
minor seminaries and other formation centers on 28 November 2021
itself. By effective catechesis, the uniform mode shall be gradually intro-

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duced in the whole eparchy as early as possible, not later than Easter
2022 (17 April 2022).

4. In this regard, the directives from the Congregation for the Eastern
Churches in its letter dated 09 November 2020 (Prot. N. 248/2004) about
dispensation by eparchial bishops as per provisions of CCEO c. 1538 § 1
are to be followed. The Congregation states: “precision is necessary on
the question of  dispensations: as the Codex Canonum Ecclesiarum
Orientalium  clearly says, these must be given in a "special  case" (can.
1538 § 1) for the spiritual good of the faithful.   By  their  very  nature,
they  should  not  come  to  appear  as  general  permission   for something
that  cannot  legitimately  be authorized  in opposition  to the  common
norms.  Therefore, Bishops should have recourse of  dispensations   only
for welldefined times and for specific reasons”.

5. From the First Sunday of Annunciation 2021, all the Bishops will cel-
ebrate the Holy Qurbana in the uniform mode everywhere in the Syro-
Malabar Church.

6. Apostolic Visitation in Europe, the Syro-Malabar Communities in Gulf
countries and other places where the Syro-Malabar Church does not have
jurisdiction, all the bishops and priests will celebrate the Holy Qurbana
in the uniform mode.

7. The Synod should think of  formulating an effective liturgical catechesis
catering to the specific needs of  the new mission areas.

8. The options given to the celebrant shall not be reserved by eparchial
bishops as it is clarified by the Congregation for the Eastern Churches
through its letter dated 9 November 2020 (Prot. N. 248/2004).

9. Innovations in Liturgy in matters like rituals, vestments, symbols, prayers
etc. are to be introduced only with the consent of the Synod of Bishops
of the Syro-Malabar Church.

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PASTORAL LETTER
Prot. No. 111/2021 August 25, 2021

My beloved brothers and sisters in Christ,

I express my profound gratitude to all those who are engaged in the
sacred ministry of  catechesis in our Eparchy. Last year, amidst an
unprecedented time in the history, all the parishes conducted catechism classes
regularly and organized various programs. We initiated many programs in
the Eparchial and Foranelevels. Orientation Seminar for the Catechists,
Veritas, a two-year higher diploma in the Catechism of  the Catholic Church
in which 72 catechists are participating, centralized assessment in the
Eparchial level, and the first Eparchial Convention of Catechists are some
of them. I encourage you to work along with the different programs organized
by the Eparchial Catechetical team to foster the faith formation.

We happily commence our new catechetical year 2021-2022 on today,
September 5, 2021.I invite your attention to the ministry of catechesis which
holds an important place in the life and mission of the Church and in the
formation of  the People of  God. Pope Francis in his Apostolic LetterAntiquum
Ministerium of May 10, 2021, established the lay ministry of catechesis as a
vocation for evangelization. Catechesis or faith formation is considered as
the fundamental responsibility and duty of the Church. Faith is an invaluable
gift of God. It grows and blossoms in the community of faithful. The faith
life systematized and produced good fruits in the faith formation, is
considered very important in the Syro-Malabar Church. The definitive aim
of catechesis is to assist every child to grow in communion and intimacy
with Jesus Christ (GDC, 80).

The two significant platforms for faith formation are family and parish.
Parents are the primary catechists of their children at the families, the

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‘Domestic Church’. They are entrusted to enrich the spiritual and the faith
life of their children. Parents are obliged to ensure the regular participation
of children in Holy Qurbana, reception of Sacraments, active participation
in the catechism classes, family prayer, Bible reading, observance of  Lent
and Fasting etc. Since we have less opportunity to attend Holy Qurbana and
catechism class in person during the present context of pandemic, parents
are more responsible in the faith formation of  their children or in their
‘domestic catechesis’.

Parish is the second important venue to deepen the faith and to form
an ecclesial lifestyle. The paschal mystery celebrated in the Holy Qurbana
and other Sacraments in a parish community is the heart of all Catechesis,
the cornerstone of Christian faith and paradigm of the Christian life, both
for individuals and for a community of  faith. Parish is entrusted to provide
a strong leadership and immeasurable support and all other conveniences
for faith formation.

This year onwards, we will be observing the last Sunday in September
of  every year as Catechetical Sunday in our Eparchy. Catechetical Sunday is
a remarkable occasion to reflect on the role that each person plays, by virtue
of Baptism, in handing on the faith and being a witness to the Gospel. The
ministry of  teaching in the name of  the Church has a profound dignity. So,
this day offers an opportunity to strengthen the ministry of the catechists,
and set apart a day to pray for those who serve as catechists in our parish
communities. Further, this day invites the entire community to reflect our
responsibility to uphold and share our faith with others. The Catechetical
Sunday of this year in the Eparchy of Mississauga will be on September 26,
2021.

Dear Rev. priests, I admire your enthusiasm and encourage your hard
work as educators of  faith by the Sacrament of  Ordination to form your
parish community to reach true Christian maturity (Cf. DGC, 224). It is your
pastoral zeal and commitment that promote the faith formation of  our children
at the parishes.

Catechists in our Eparchy carry out an invaluable mission for the
transmission and the growth of the faith, answering their vocation as
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catechists by virtue of  their Baptism. As Pope Francis underscores,” The
catechist who teaches the true faith of  the Church, for the Church is a
companion who guides our children to the eternal light, Jesus” (Antiquum
Ministerium, 6). I extend my prayers and blessings to fulfill your ministry in
handing down the faith to the younger generations and in enabling them to
be rooted in the Catholic faith keeping the traditions of the Syro Malabar
Church.

My dear beloved children, as you begin new catechetical year, I impart
the Divine blessings to you. May these classes help you to know Jesus better
and deepen your intimate relation with him in the Church. May God continue
to bless your faith journey through the intercession of  Mother Mary.

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St Joseph’s Year Study Series-08

The Earthly Shadow of  the Heavenly Father

The theme for this month of September is on St Joseph being the
“earthly shadow of  the Heavenly Father.” This is one of  the virtues that
Pope Francis in his Apostolic Letter “Patris Corde” (With a Father’s Heart)
attributes to St. Joseph. As I thought about this virtue, I began reflecting on
the word shadow. According to the dictionary, the definition in the biblical
sense is “a dominating and pervasive presence – God’s protective and
compassionate presence.”  Pope Francis tells us, “Joseph never made himself
the center of things; did not think of himself instead focused on the lives of
Mary and Jesus.”

St Joseph is compassionate father of  the Holy family. His protective
presence in the Holy family is with compassion, mercy and love. When we
ponder on St Joseph as the earthly shadow of the Heavenly father, we see
the mercy and compassion of  God the father in St Joseph. Let’s call St Joseph
a compassionate Father or compassionate leader. Let’s try to understand
more about compassionate father is important in the pastoral ministry of the
church. Every follower of Christ is to become a compassionate leader in the
church.

We can experience Divine Mercy and basics of  Theology of  Mercy
in the compassionate heart of St Joseph who showed lessons of mercy and
compassion to mother Mary and Jesus. Later it was revealed to the Church
through  Saint Margaret Mary, Saint Faustina and Saint John Paul II. “Gaudium
et Spes - Joy and Hope” says “The joys and hopes, the griefs and sorrows of
the people of this age, especially of those who are poor or downtrodden in

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any way, are the joys and hopes, the griefs and sorrows of  the followers of
Christ as well.”

What is compassionate leadership?
Before we take a look at what ‘compassionate leadership’ is, let’s

firstly explore what ‘compassion’ is. The oxford dictionary defines it as, ‘…the
feeling or emotion, when a person is moved by the suffering or distress of
another and by the desire to relieve it…” So, in a nutshell, compassion is
about appreciating the struggles of  others, and feeling compelled to help
them.

So, now we know what compassion is – what about
compassionate leadership? It is “about taking the time to put yourself in another
person’s shoes.” Meanwhile, compassionate leadership has been described
as “…the intent to contribute to the happiness and wellbeing of  others. A
compassionate leader has a genuine interest in seeing their people not just
perform and increase profits, but thrive.”

St Joseph: Compassionate Father (leader)
“A father in the shadows”:Pope Francis says St. Joseph’s fatherhood

was a hidden fatherhood that he had to learn how to live. “Fathers are not
born, but made. A man does not become a father simply by bringing a child
into the world, but by taking up the responsibility to care for that child.
Whenever a man accepts responsibility for the life of another, in some way
he becomes a father to that person” (Patris Corde7). It is like a good father
who involves introducing children to life and reality. Not holding them back,
being overprotective or possessive, but rather making them capable of deciding
for themselves, enjoying freedom and exploring new possibilities.” Joseph
was not in the spot-light many times, but Jesus and Mary were. He gave of
himself generously so they would be cared for and nourished. Joseph was a
“shadow of  the heavenly Father,” who gives only good and is always there.

St. Joseph is in Bethlehem, Egypt, the Wilderness, and Nazareth, as
the shadow of  the Eternal Father. This is the immensity of  his dignity. The
incommunicable and ever-blessed Paternity of the Father is in figure
communicated to him. He is the foster-father of  Jesus. He exercises the
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authority of  a Father over Him, and performs for Him the affectionate and
anxious offices of  a Father. In His Human Nature our Lord is subordinate to
Joseph, whereas in His Divine Nature He never could be subordinate to the
Eternal Father.

The unspeakable treasures of  God, Jesus and Mary, are committed
to St. Joseph’s keeping; and he is himself  a treasure, as well as the treasure-
house of God. He is part of the scheme of redemption. Like Jesus and
Mary, he has his types and forerunners and prophecies in the ancient
Covenant. He assists God in keeping the mystery of the Incarnation secret;
and as the representative of the Eternal Father, he is to us in his attendance
upon the Holy Child a perpetual memorial of  His Divinity. By his very office,
by that in Heaven which he adumbrates, he reminds us at every turn that the
Babe is Very God of  Very God. Thus while he teaches us the greatest
familiarity, he also teaches us the greatest distance. While he encourages us
to come near and kiss, he bids us also fall down upon our knees and adore
profoundly the hidden majesty of the new-born Eternal. Thus Heaven and
earth meet in him at Bethlehem, in his double office of representative of
the Eternal Father and representative of  faithful Christians. ...

Pope Francis has promoted devotion to St. Joseph throughout his
pontificate.  “In the Gospels, St. Joseph appears as a strong and courageous
man, a working man, yet in his heart we see great tenderness, which is not
the virtue of the weak but rather a sign of strength of spirit and a capacity
for concern, for compassion, for genuine openness to others, for love”

Five Steps to Become a Compassionate Leader
1. Listen — Really Listen

St Joseph was able to listen to the divine inspiration to partake in
the salvific plan of God to save the humanity from the bondage of sin. He
listened and his compassionate heart decided to take Mary as his wife. We
read in James 1: 19 “Know this, my beloved brothers: let every person be
quick to hear, slow to speak, slow to anger;”   “Seek first to understand and
then to be understood,”Compassionate leaders get out of  the way and focus
their attention on the people around them. They seek to understand the
perspectives, motivations and roadblocks of  others.This isn’t a passive state.
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People can tell when you’re listening fully and without judgment, just as
they can tell when you’re tuned out or waiting for them to finish so you can
chime in. If  you’re not really paying attention or you’re silently judging them,
they’re not likely going to open up to you again in the future.

Pope Francis teaches: “Listening is never easy. Many times, it is
easier to play deaf. Listening means paying attention, wanting to understand,
to value, to respect and to ponder what the other person says. It involves a
sort of martyrdom or self-sacrifice, as we try to imitate Moses before the
burning bush: we have to remove our sandals when standing on the “holy
ground” of our encounter with the one who speaks to me (cf. Ex 3:5).
Knowing how to listen is an immense grace, it is a gift which we need to ask
for and then make every effort to practice. “

2. Cultivate Empathy for the People

“When empathy is present, defensiveness decreases and something
positive replaces it. Empathy opens doors and removes confusion. It softens
the minds and hearts of  others. When people are open, this is exactly when
the compassionate leader can be more creative in solving problems .Take
time to sit down and engage with the other in conversations that have
nothing to do with the task at hand. Ask questions like, “Where did you
grow up?” “What have you fought for throughout your life?” “What events
of  your life have had the biggest impact on you?” These questions invite
sharing and opening, and the answers will usually lead to you to compassion.
Desmond Tutu says “Compassion is not just feeling with someone, but
seeking to change the situation. Frequently people think compassion and
love are merely sentimental. No! They are very demanding. If  you are going
to be compassionate, be prepared for action!”

3. Pursue the Gift of Humility

Pope Francis refers to Active Listening as being on Holy Ground.
Perspective is a gift that must be given with humility. Humility projects
kindness, and compassion. In our humility we can embrace our common
humanity including our capacity to be wrong or misstep. The quiet ego
protects us from defensiveness and judgmental attitudes
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Compassionate leaders use the power of their role to lead others into the
discovery of  their own unique strengths and weaknesses. Your compassion
can be the safe space for really courageous and authentic conversations. You
can tell the truth as you see it, with the other person’s best interest at the
forefront of the conversation. Compassionate leaders view the growth and
development of  the people they lead and the communities they serve as the
great makers of  their success.The key is to set aside your judgments and
opinions and stories. Compassion can arise from this place. You see your
own humanity in others. People are all learning and doing the best they can.
If they had something more to offer, they would certainly offer it. St Thomas
Aquinas says: “Humility, which is a virtue, is always fruitful in good works.”

4. Appreciate the Views of Others: Be Non-Judgmental

It can bring real benefits tothe community, if  you are able to clear your mind,
put your personal views to one side, and try to see situations from the
perspective of your people. Always attempt to envisage yourself in the shoes
of your team members in every challenging scenario you face. Doing this
will help you build a more inclusive team culture, one where everyone’s
thoughts and ideas are heard, which can only ever be a good thing for the
community as a whole and individuals. It will also help you better understand
and plan for what exactly your community members need from you in order
to overcome challenges, adapt to change and solve problems.

Pope John Paul II told Catholic priests not to be too stern in the
confessional — especially with penitents admitting adultery. A priest never
should show surprise, he said, however serious or unusual the transgression,
nor should he try to become an amateur psychoanalyst.”He should never
condemn the person rather than the sin or foster a spirit of  terror or fear,”
the 72-year-old pontiff  told the visiting priests. “He should maintain a serene
facial expression and avoid gestures which might convey shock, disapproval
or irony.”

5. Be Open to the Holy Spirit

Remember that we are not alone in the process. The Holy Spirit will
inspire our words. St.Francis de Sales said “Let us leave to God the decisions
as to what shall be said” St. Augustine prayed to the Lord to have the ears of

his heart opened to hearing. And the humble position of  the Sufi Poet Hafez
who wrote: “I am a hole in a flute that the Christ’s breath moves through.”

Give me discerning eyes and an untiring spirit to look within me in
order to understand how to reach outside of me. And once I have begun to
read you aright, give me the generosity to help others to read you, to sound
you out one letter, one word of radical giving at a time.”
