MISSION WEEK CELEBRATION OF THE
SYRO-MALABAR CHURCH 2023

GEORGE CARDINAL ALENCHERRY the Major Archbishop
of the Syro-Malabar Church to the Archbishops, Bishops, Priests,
Consecrated Men and Women and Lay Faithful of the
Syro-Malabar Church.

Dear brothers and sisters in Jesus Christ,

For the past few years, the Syro-Malabar Church celebrates the
Mission Week from January 6, the Feast of Epiphany. “To know the mission
and to be a missionary’ is the motto of this mission week celebration. The
purpose of this Mission Week is to remind everyone of us who has received
baptism, about the need for our involvement in the mission work and specially
to know and support the missionary activities in the mission territories.
Our missionary responsibility has increased as the Syro-Malabar Church is
now permitted to carry out missionary work in the whole of India.

Each of us is called “to be the Gospel and to preach the Gospel’. In
summarizing the Gospel, Jesus teaches, “I say these things so that my joy
may be in you and your joy may be complete” (John 15:11). Mission work is
to draw all to God, whose essence is love, companionship and joy. There
will be difficulties and crises in the execution of the mission. “When you are
reviled and persecuted for my sake, rejoice” (Matt. 5:12) is a warning for
us. St Paul, who was proud to be a prisoner for the Gospel, says: “Rejoice in
the Lord always, I say again, rejoice” (Phil. 4:4). Being joyful by following
the example of Jesus and sharing that joy lovingly with others is part of the
missionary activity.
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Pope Francis goes one step further in his Apostolic Exhortation, “The
Joy of the Gospel’. Pope calls us to be bearers of a special joy that overflows
so naturally that it radiates from us to others rather than being carriers of
the Joy. Pope begins his Apostolic Exhortation by saying, “The Joy overflows
into the hearts and lives of all who encounter Jesus” (No. 1). The Holy Father
proposes a pastoral ministry which is missionary in character. The words,
“The pastoral care with missionary character seeks to abandon the
complacent attitude of saying, this is how we have always done things”
(No. 33), indicate the necessity for innovation and redefining approaches in
missionary activities.

The missionary zeal of the Samaritan woman that we come across
in the Gospel of John is a model. Jesus enters her life, full of burdens, sorrows
and insults at the bank of the well. The Samaritan woman who saw the
Saviour in that Jew from Nazareth became a preacher of the Gospel because
of the freedom and joy she felt in her heart. She runs from the well to her
society, which is aware of her past life. It is her first missionary journey. The
Samaritan woman who accepts her weakness and overcomes it through
the power of the presence of the Messiah becomes an active ambassador of
the Kingdom of God. The words of Pope Francis, “Despite our shortcomings,
we are all called to give others a tangible witness to the saving love of the
Lord who gives us his presence, his word and his power and gives meaning
to our lives” (No. 121) are related to the life experience of the Samaritan
woman We shall be able to share the Gospel everywhere and always in
spite of our limitations, shortcomings and weaknesses hindering our
missionary work.

Pope Francis clarifies the social and ecclesial dimensions of missionary
activities in the Church in his ‘Mission Sunday message - 2022’. “Every
person baptized in the Church and at the direction of the Church is called
to do the mission. Therefore, all of us work together to carry out the mission;
not each in one’s own way; it is done in communion with the Church; no
person is in one’s own interest,” the Pope exhorts. The Holy Father reminds
us that even when one is personally engaged in apostolic work in special
circumstances, it should be done in communion with the Church. When the
Syro-Malabar Church joins the Universal Church to engage in apostolic
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activities, we as a Church sui iuris should take into account our possibilities,
duties and areas of activity. Our Church has grown with the activities of
the first missionary, St Thomas the Apostle and the zealous missionaries
who came later. The Syro-Malabar Church has been carrying out in the
past the mission of sending missionary priests, the religious and lay
missionaries to the whole world. Let us thank the Lord for these missionaries
of the Church.

In the context of India, we need to remember the missionaries of our
Church who serve by sharing the liberation and joy of the Gospel of Jesus.
We have to help and pray for the priests, consecrated persons and lay
brothers and sisters who are doing the apostolic ministry through
evangelization, care for the poor and empowerment through education. It
may not be possible for everyone to find time for direct evangelisation in
their busy schedules. But by keeping close to our hearts those who engage
in challenging mission situations, we can strive to know the mission and
help the missions, in the realization that we are also doing the mission. Itis
a fact that all the 13 eparchies in Kerala, 18 eparchies in different parts of
India- outside Kerala, four eparchies outside India, the Apostolic Visitation
in Europe and the Syro-Malabar communities in the Gulf and other places
are all participating in the mission of the Church and supporting those
who are in the most need of help.

May the Mission Week of this year inspire us to follow the example
of our Father of faith, St Thomas the Apostle, to proclaim to the world that
Jesusis Lord and Savior, and to share his compassionate love with everyone
through acts of mercy. Let us pray for our missionaries all over the world.
Let us help the missionary activities of the Church in every possible way
and consider it the need of the hour for more priests, consecrated and lay
brothers to participate in the mission fields. Those concerned may make
their best efforts to organize the Mission Week in a meaningful way this
year in all our parishes and institutions. Kindly cooperate generously with
the activities of the Commission for Evangelization and the Syro-Malabar
Mission Office, which coordinate the mission activities of our Church. May
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the promise of our Lord, “I will be with you until the end of the age” (Matt.
28:20) inspire, encourage and guide our missionary activities.

I wish you all a Happy New Year!
