Eparchial Assembly: 09-12 November, 2023
The Eparchy of Mississauga is in the process of conducting its

first-ever Eparchial Assembly from November 9-12, 2023. There is no
doubt that it will be a steppingstone towards a remarkable era of our
Eparchy. The Eparchial Assembly serves as a consultative body to help
the bishop in the decision-making within our Eparchy. After the
announcement of the Eparchial Assembly to the faithful, one of the major
steps that our bishop Mar Jose Kalluvelil took was the formation of the
‘Central Committee’ of the Eparchial Assembly. The Central Committee
of the Eparchial Assembly in our Eparchy has several duties and
responsibilities in organizing and overseeing the Eparchial Assembly.

The Central Committee met in person as well as via Zoom the
past few weeks every week and still going on to discuss the various
aspects of the program. Some of the major discussions so far were about
the following:

1. Planning and Coordination: The Central Committee is taking a
key role in the initial planning and coordination of the Eparchial
Assembly. This involves the location of the assembly, determining
the agenda, and inviting delegates and participants. The
committee has come up with the actual plan already for the entire
meeting.

2. Agenda Setting: The committee has gone in-depth with the
collected reports from parish assemblies which helped to draft
the agenda for the Eparchial Assembly, taking into consideration
the specific needs and challenges facing the Eparchy. It’s an open
document and the committee is still very keen on instilling and
furnishing the final topics for a better coverage of the various
needs of the faithful.

3. Formation of other committees: One of the primary tasks of the
Central Committee was to plan out various other committees for
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the smooth conduction of the Eparchial Assembly. The
committees are reception, accommodation, transportation, and
catering services for the participants, liturgy, media& publicity,
photo & video, stage decoration, cultural program, office
supplies, medical, help desk, and drafting.

4. Communication: Managing communication related to the
assembly, including sending invitations, providing updates and
information to participants, and ensuring that relevant materials
(such as documents, reports, and proposals) are planned and
distributed to attendees.

5. Facilitation: Assisting in the facilitation of the assembly’s
discussions and sessions. This might include selecting speakers
(Presenters), moderators, or facilitators to guide discussions and
ensure that the assembly stays focused on its objectives.

6. Leadership: The central committee under the leadership of the
General Convener Rev. Fr. Pathros Champakkara, is taking all
the necessary and continuous steps day by day to make our
Eparchial Assembly a memorable for everyone. An orientation
session and discussion was coordinated for the pastoral council
members on September 23, 2024 by the central committee.

The Expert Committee of the assembly is in the process of consolidating
the parish assembly reports to prepare the Instrumentum Laboris.
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Monthly Recollection of the Priests and Sisters for the month of
October will be conducted on October 9, 2023. The spiritual
sharing will be done by Rev. Fr. Jerlin Francis. Adoration will be
led by AO Sisters

World Mission Sunday 2023 will be celebrated on October 22,
2023. The mission Sunday collection has to be sent to the
Eparchial office by November 15, 2023.

Annual Bishop’s Appeal (ABA): The conclusive date of the
ABA collection is October 31, 2023. The collected amount is to be
sent to the Eparchial office by November 15, 2023.

The First Ever Eparchial Assembly in our Eparchy will be
conducted on November 9-12, 2023. Let’s prayerfully prepare for
the event.

Annual Retreat of Priests and Sisters: will be conducted on
November 13 – 16, 2023. The retreat will be preached by Most.
Rev. Joseph Pamplany, the Archbishop of Thalassery.

In a rock crevice on the side of the Rigaud mountain
Brother Pauzé placed a small statue of Our Lady of Lourdes and would
often go there to pray.

It was not long after that his Superior, Father François-Xavier
Chouinard, the teachers and all the students would follow him to join
in prayer to Our Lady of Lourdes and they became the first pilgrims.
So began Marian devotion at Our Lady's Sanctuary in Rigaud and it
has continued without cease since that time.
