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FIRST EPARCHIAL ASSEMBLY
UNVEILING OUR PATH FORWARD

The  Syro-Malabar Catholic Church traces its origins to the
apostolic work of St. Thomas the Apostle of India. Over the centuries,
the church has developed its distinct liturgical, theological, and cultural
traditions. In recent years, the  Syro-Malabar Catholic Church as a global
Church has expanded its presence and practice of the faith in various
countries, including Canada. As of now, we are more than 30,000 faithful
in 18 parishes, 29 missions, and 8 Holy Quabana Centers in Canada.

The Syro-Malabar Catholic Church here, like many immigrant faith
communities, faces unique challenges and opportunities as it adapts
to a new cultural and social context while preserving its rich religious
heritage. This process involves a delicate balance of maintaining
traditions, engaging with the broader society, and nurturing the faith
of its members. These challenges motivated us to think of an Eparchial
Assembly and plan future steps for the continuous and ongoing
development of the eparchy in all facets. 

The Eparchy of Mississauga, which was constituted by God for
the Syro-Malabar faithful in Canada is wholeheartedly moving towards
a historical milestone as she is set to celebrate its ‘FIRST EVER
EPARCHIAL ASSEMBLY’from November 9th – 12th, 2023 at the Valley
of Mother of God, Orangeville, Ontario. His Excellency Mar Jose
Kalluvelil, the bishop of the Eparchy of Mississauga will preside over
the Eparchial Assembly. His Excellency Most Reverend Douglas
Crosby OMI, the President of the CCCB Commission for
Evangelization and Catechesis and Bishop of Hamilton will officially
inaugurate the first ever Eparchial Assembly of the Eparchy of
Mississauga. His Grace Mar Joseph Pamplany, Archbishop of
Thalassery, His Excellency Most Reverend Bryan BaydaCSsR, Bishop
of the Ukrainian Catholic Eparchy of Toronto and Eastern Canada, and
other experts in various fields, will lead sessions and presentations.
These sessions could cover a wide range of topics, such as matters
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related to Identity and Mission of the Syro-Malabar Church, Role of
Families in Mission, Faith Formation, Youth Ministry, Path to Self-
Sustenance and other matters relevant to the life and functioning of the
eparchy. The purpose of these sessions is to provide information, engage
in discussions, and, if necessary, make decisions that impact the
eparchy’s affairs. His Grace Most Reverend Ivan Jurkovic, Apostolic
Nuncio to Canada will be our honoured chief guest on the last day’s
closing ceremony. Nuncio, as the chief guest is a mark of honor and
respect for the assembly.

The theme of the Eparchial Assembly is “Be a mission and Build
the Church” which reminds us about our ‘Missionary’ life. We know
that after the glorious resurrection, Jesus commanded and sent his
apostles saying, “Go into all the world and proclaim the gospel to the whole
creation” and invited to be a mission in our life.This Eparchial Assembly
is a significant event in the life of our eparchy, and it typically involves
around 80 participants which include 5 bishops, all the clergyand
religious in our Eparchy,and selected laity representatives from the
Parishes, Associations, and Departments.

Committees play a crucial role in ensuring that the assembly runs
smoothly, and efficiently. Different committees like the Central
Committee, Expert Committee, Finance Committee, Registration
Committee, Hospitality Committee, Communication and Media
Committee, Documentation and Reporting Committee, Liturgy
Committee, Cultural and Social Committee, and Safety and Security
Committee for the Eparchial assembly are set and excited to welcome
all the participants.

In summary, this eparchial assembly will be a significant gathering
within our Eparchy to address important matters and make decisions
relevant to the spiritual and pastoral life of the eparchy.

10 Days Rosary
St. Joseph Syro-Malabar

Parish  in Montreal celebrated a
10-day Rosary event from October
19th to October 28th. On the final
day, Holy Qurbana and the
Rosary were conducted at the
Sanctuary of Reparation to the
Sacred Heart and of Saint Padre
Pio, located at 3650 De La
Rousselière, Pointe-aux-
Trembles, Quebec."After the holy
Qurbana parishioners shared a
meal together.

The sanctuary was founded
In 1896 by Marie Hébert de La
Rousselière (1840-1924), on the
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estate of her brother-in-law André Brisset des Nos. She first erected a
wooden chapel dedicated to the Repair of the Sacred Heart, a chapel
called Notre-Dame-des-Oliviers. The term reparation refers to the fact
of "repairing" the damage done to the Catholic religion, particularly
due to anticlericalism in France which forced Marie Hébert to immigrate
to Canada. The chapel was destroyed in 1905 and rebuilt in 1910 [ 1 ] .

The sanctuary was the most Important in Montreal until the
construction of the Saint-Joseph Oratory in the 1930s. As early as 1913,
Mgr Paul Bruchesi , then bishop of Montreal, designated it a "place of
Eucharistic pilgrimage". During the 1910s, a tram took pilgrims directly
to the sanctuary.

Three religious communities have succeeded one another at the
sanctuary: the Dominicans , the Fathers of the Most Holy Sacrament in
1899 and, from 1921, the Capuchin Friars Minor , responsible for the
place and the monastery built in 1921.

In 2003, the sanctuary also became dedicated to Saint Padre Pio
for whom a chapel was erected in 1960.
