"Thanks be to God for his ineffable gifts" (2Cor 9:15).

Dear Rev. Fathers, Religious, Brothers, and Sisters in Jesus Christ,

It is with great joy and a deep sense of accomplishment I write
this pastoral letter. I would like to express my sincere gratitude to all
the priests, religious, the central committee, expert committee,
subcommittees, the participants, and volunteers who worked tirelessly
to make our first Eparchial Assembly held from 09 - 12 November 2023,
on the main theme "Be a Mission and Build the Church", a great success.
The Eparchy of Mississauga is greatly indebted to many dignitaries,
including the Major Archbishop, His Beatitude George Cardinal
Alencherry, for his video message and blessing, Most Rev. Douglas
Crosby, President, CCCB Commission for Evangelization and
Catechesis and the Bishop of Hamilton for his significant inaugural
address on 'Missionary and Pastoral Collaboration of Church Sui [urisin
Canada, His Grace Mar Joseph Pamplany, Archbishop of Thalassery,
for his erudite Keynote Address and the scholarly interventions during
the sessions as the general moderator, Most Rev. Bryan Bayda, Bishop
of the Ukrainian Eparchy of Toronto, for his excellent paper
presentation on 'Missionary Vocation of Youth: Today and Tomorrow',
and His Grace Most Rev. Archbishop Ivan Jurkovic, Apostolic Nuncio
to Canada for his paternal presence and message in the concluding
ceremony.

The process to the Assembly was a long journey. The central
committee took the leadership of organizing the entire Assembly since
2019. The expert committee of the Eparchial Assembly prepared the
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Lineamentaon "Be a Mission and Build the Church" to engage the
faithful in a dialogue filled with the Holy Spirit,at the parishes and
missions within the Eparchy. The fruits of the parish/mission
assemblies were collected and summarized into InstrumentumLaboris,
the working document of the Assembly. The InstrumentumLaboris
provided instructions to the participants of the Assembly to lead
discussions on six major themes namely,Identity and Mission of the
Syro-Malabar Church in Canada, Mission of the Families: Witness and
Transmission, Missionary Vocation of Youth: Today and Tomorrow,
Faith Formation - Building the Church by Responding to the Needs of
Time, Eparchy of Mississauga in the path to Self-Sustenance: Realizing
the Strengths &Challenges and other Relevant Topics like Media,
Vocation and Social Service. Based on the scholarly paper presentations
and discussions, the following important suggestions were proposed
for the future pastoral plan of the Eparchy.

Mission Week Celebration of the Syro-Malabar Church - 2024

and Women and Lay Faithful of the Syro-Malabar Church

Dear brothers and sisters in Jesus Christ,

As in previous years, the Syro-Malabar Church observes the
'Mission Week' from the 6th of January, the Feast of Denha for a week.
'Know the Mission, Be a Missionary' is the motto of the Missionary
Week celebrations. The Syro-Malabar Church observes Mission Week
to increase the missionary zeal among the members, to encourage our
missionary activities, and to provide support accordingly.

Based on the experience of the disciples who went to the Emmaus,
Pope Francis chose the motto 'Hearts on Fire, Feet on the Move' for the
Global Mission Sunday of this year. Although those two disciples who
went to Emmaus were tired, sad, and depressed, when the risen Lord
walked with them, interpreted the Word, and broke the bread for them,
their eyes were opened and they recognized Jesus. They immediately
returned to Jerusalem to share with others the joy of seeing the risen
Lord (Luke 24:33). Similar to that day, the risen Lord walks with His
disciples today. When they become aimless, discouraged, and fearful
of the evil that surrounds them, Jesus strengthens them through the
Word of God and the Holy Qurbana. Today, we are called to be the
missionaries of hope in a society dominated by wars, persecution,
depression, and materialism. As Pope Francis says in his encyclical
'The Joy of the Gospel', the missionaries of the day need to be careful
not to 'lose hope' in such situations.

A true disciple adjusts his life according to the teachings of the
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Master and attracts others to the discipleship by spreading the message
of the Master. All Christians, through their life based on the Gospel,
should lead others to Jesus and the Church.

Those who do this are called 'the missionaries' by the Church.
Every baptized Christian is a missionary. There was a time when
missionary work was thought to be the duty of bishops, priests, and
consecrated persons only. Today, many lay brothers and sisters are
enthusiastically involved in the ministry of evangelization and activities
that bear witness to the love and mercy of Jesus. This advancement in
the missionary activity made by the laity in keeping with the teachings
of the Church is a great blessing and a strong testimony of faith in this
age. It is the Spirit of God that prompts us to evangelize and witness.
The Holy Spirit pours out its zeal wherever it will. Enthusiastic
individuals, inspired by the Holy Spirit, dedicate their lives to
missionary work. Each one fulfills this mission according to the gifts
that one receives. The apostolic mission of the Church becomes more
effective when all the believers work together in fellowship. The
personal relationship of St Paul with Jesus and his commitment to the
Gospel made him say: "Woe to me if I do not preach the Gospel" (1
Cor. 9:16). We must have this compulsive intelligence of the apostle
Paul. We should also be able to accept with all our hearts this call that
the apostle makes in his epistle: "Preach the word; act cautiously,
whether the circumstances are favorable or not" (2 Tim. 4:2).

The first meeting of the Synod of Bishops on Synodality, held in
Rome in last October, reflected on and shared about Communion,
Mission, and Participation. This Synod proposed for our thought,
prayer, and further action, that the fellowship of the Church is for the
apostolic mission and that this apostolic mission should be carried
out by all the members of the Church in a participatory manner. In
carrying out this mission, all Christians should live by the gifts of their
special vocations and the gifts of the Holy Spirit. We must learn to
think together, walk together, and work together. Christians are called
not to be divided and scattered. We must witness to the Gospel and
life of the Messiah in the fellowship of love. Beloved brothers and
sisters, may the Syro-Malabar Mission Week of this year inspire us to
follow the example of our Father in faith, St Thomas the apostle, to
proclaim to the world that Jesus is the Lord and Saviour and to share
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his compassionate love with everyone through acts of mercy. Let us
pray for all the missionaries all over the world. Let us help the
missionary activities of the Church in all ways possible. It is the need
of the hour that more priests, consecrated persons and lay brothers
should come forward and participate in the services in the mission fields
and they should be encouraged for the same. In all our parishes and
institutions, those concerned shall make the best efforts to organize the
mission week in a meaningful and effective way.

I also request everyone to generously cooperate with the activities
and initiatives of the Syro-Malabar Mission office and the Commission
for Evangelization which works to coordinate and support the
missionary activities of the Syro-Malabar Church. May the promise of
Jesus "I am with you forever" (Matthew 28:20) give us inspiration,
courage, and guidance in our missionary work.

Eparchial World Youth Day 2023- "Rejoicing in Hope"

Dear Rev. Fathers and Religious, Brothers and Sisters and most be-
loved Young People,

As we prepare to celebrate the Solemnity of Christ the King and
the Eparchial World Youth Day 2023 on next Sunday, November 26, 1
wish and pray that the center of this celebration be the Mystery of Jesus
Christ the Redeemer of Man.

Our youth is just back from the International World Youth Day at
Lisbon. According to the official statistics of Vatican about 1.5 million
people attended the closing Mass in Lisbon at the riverside park in the
Portuguese capital. Many of the faithful slept outdoors, attended the
vigil on Saturday night kneeling down in the ground on stones, and
they gathered in sweltering heat. We all had a new experience, and 1
am proud of our youth who took part in the WYD Lisbon in commun-
ion with the Combined Mission of the Syro-Malabar Eparchies outside
India. Pope Francis closed World Youth Day on Sunday with a huge
outdoor Mass saying, "I have a dream", it was for world peace, espe-
cially for Ukraine. "Dear friends, allow me, this old man, to share with
you, young people a dream that I carry within me: it is the dream of
peace, the dream of young people praying for peace, living in peace
and building a peaceful future." Speaking after the Holy Mass, the 86-
year-old Pope urged the young people to take the fraternal experi-
ences of the six-day jamboree back home and apply them to their daily
lives. As you return home, please continue to pray for peace. You are a
sign of peace for the world, showing how different nationalities, lan-
guages and histories can unite instead of divide. You are the hope of a
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different world." At his first general audience after World Youth Day
in Lisbon, Pope Francis told the pilgrims and visitors about his trip,
about the faith of the young people he saw and about his conviction
that they are a sign of hope for a world longing for peace. World Youth
Day was not a vacation, but "an encounter with the living Christ in the
church."

"World Youth Day showed everyone that another world is pos-
sible: a world of brothers and sisters, where the flags of all peoples fly
together, next to each other, without hatred, without fear, without clos-
ing up, without weapons!" Pope Francis warmly welcomed the young
people taking part in World Youth Day, reminding them that God has
called them by name precisely because He loves each one of them. He
invited young men and women to reflect on how beautiful it is that
God loves us. "God loves us as we are, not as we would like to be or as
society would like us to be." Instead, we are called and loved as we are
with our defects and limitations, but also with our desire to move for-
ward in life.

Now we are at the threshold of the Eparchial WYD to be celebrated
in our own parishes and mission centers on Nov. 26, 2023. The themes
for 2023 and 2024 are "Rejoicing in hope" and "Those who hope in the
Lord will run and not be weary".

"The joys and the hopes, the griefs and the anxieties of the men
and women of today, especially those who are poor or in any way
afflicted, these are the joys and hopes, the griefs and anxieties of the
followers of Christ", as Pastoral Constitution Gaudium et Spes (n. 1)
emphasised. In today's difficult times, the Church wishes to rekindle
hope in the world. To do this, she relies especially on young people,
who are the leading figures of history and "missionaries of joy.

Reflecting on St. Paul's Letter to 1Cor 15:19, the Pope declares
that "youth is a time full of hopes and dreams, stirred by the many
beautiful things that enrich our lives: the splendour of God's creation,
our relationships with friends and loved ones... and so many other
things." However, we are living in a period of crisis, of war. So, for
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many people, including the young, hope seems absent. Many feel as if
they are in a dark prison, where the light of the sun cannot enter."

In his letter, Pope Francis suggests two ways to maintain Chris-
tian hope in such difficult times. The first of these, is to recognise that
hope is not "a product of our human efforts, plans or skills. It is rather,
born of an encounter with Christ. Christian joy comes from God him-
self, from our knowledge of his love for us." A second method for main-
taining hope in the midst of suffering, is to recognise that "we can also
be part of God's answer to the problem. Created by Him in His image
and likeness, we can be signs of His love, which gives rise to joy and
hope even in situations that appear hopeless."

Having received this joy and hope, Pope Francis says, we cannot
keep it to ourselves. "Nurture the spark that has been kindled in you;
but at the same time share it. You will come to realize that it grows by
being given away!" In particular, he asks, "Stay close to your friends
who may be smiling on the outside but are weeping within, for lack of
hope. Do not let yourselves be infected by indifference and individual-
ism." We cannot keep our Christian hope to ourselves, like a warm
feeling. It is meant for everyone. I invite all of you, especially every
young to be a Mission for our Eparchy in this regard.

Now I am happy to share about a new initiative of the Combined
Mission-the Eparchies outside India. 'The church needs the energy and
enthusiasm of young people to live the Gospel message in today's world
and to take it to the coming generations' - St. John Paul II. Sliha daMsiha
(Apostle of Christ) is the proposed youth missionary initiative of the
Combined Mission. It is an attempt to help young people to live and
witness Jesus, whom they identify as their Lord and God. Sliha daMsiha
also helps them to share Jesus and His message to others of their gen-
eration. Moreover, it helps them to uphold the Catholic faith and cher-
ish the treasures of Syrian Catholicism. In sliha daMsiha, young people
take a year break from their studies or work and commit that year for
the Lord and His Church. They will undergo a month of rigorous for-
mation which help them to root themselves in love for Christ and His
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bride and body on earth, 'The Church'. Apart from that, the formation
helps them to understand the treasures of eastern spirituality, particu-
larly Syriac spirituality. Through the formation process, the young
people will not only be rooted in their own faith, identity in Christ and
traditions, but also be ready to share it to others.

After the month of formation, the team of young missionaries will
be ready to hit the road, visiting various parishes, mission and com-
munities in the eparchy addressing young people and teenagers there.
The team will be equipped to conduct retreats and other programs
that will help them to witness our Lord to their fellow boys and girls
thereby enabling them to Encounter Isho Mishiha (Jesus Christ) as their
Lord and God, Live Christ in their families, parish communities, schools,
universities and workplaces. Uphold their faith and identity bravely
as St Thomas the Apostle.

To conclude, In the Post-Synodal Apostolic Exhortation Christus
Vivit, Pope Francis wrote that Christ is "our hope, and in a wonderful
way he brings youth to our world" (n. 1). With the themes of the two
forthcoming World Youth Days, His Holiness now invites young
people to deepen their understanding of Christian hope and to wit-
ness joyfully that Christ is alive. So, I highly encourage all the pastors,
youth animators and youth leaders to celebrate this WYD on Novem-
ber 26, 2023, at your parish with maximum involvement for the youth.

Let our all Rejoice in Hope!

Parish rejoices in the ineffable gift of Fr. Francis Samuel, the first
Canadian ordained to Priesthood
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The parish witnessed one of the most significant and graceful
moments in its history as its own member, Deacon Francis Samuvel
Akkarapattiakal, was ordained as a Priest on November 18th. Bishop
Mar Jose Kalluvelil, in a prayerful gesture, laid his right hand upon
him, commissioning him to a permanent role in the Lord's service.
Joined by all priests, and the religious from the Eparchy of Mississauga,
invited guests, and the new priest's family, parishioners expressed their
joy and gratitude with folded hands, thanking the Lord Almighty for
this ineffable gift.

During his homily, His Excellency Mar Jose Kalluvelil articulately
addressed the transubstantiation occurring through the sacrament of
Holy Priesthood. Despite no visible physical change, the new priest
undergoes a profound qualitative transformation, becoming a reflection
of Jesus, set apart and entrusted with the sacred task of saving souls for
His Kingdom.

A Ceremonial Review: Upon the Ordinand and the Celebrants
entering the specially prepared altar, Rev. Fr. Baiju Chakkery extended
a warm welcome to the Bishop, Archdeacon, Ordinand, concelebrants,
and servers, along with the invited guests. Fr. Scaria Kanniakonil, Rector
of St. Thomas Pontifical Seminary, Vadavathoor, the Archdeacon
requested the Bishop to confer the Order of Priesthood on Deacon
Francis Samuvel Akkarapattiakal and appoint him to ministerial service
in the Church. Fr. Ajith Thachoth, representing the deacon's family,
joined as a co-celebrant.

At the outset, the deacon knelt, proclaiming his unwavering faith
and loyalty to the Bishop and the Church. In a symbolic act, the Bishop
snipped a few strands of hair from the Ordinand's head, a prayerful
gesture to lift the weight of sins from him. At the commencement of
each Qanona, the Ordinand bowed deeply on his knees. Guided by the
Archdeacon, he reverently kissed the left side of the altar and the
baptismal font.

Following the Gospel proclamation and homily, the Bishop knelt
in supplication before the altar and approached the Ordinand for the
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pivotal moment of Ordination-the first imposition of hands. The Bishop
initially placed his right palm on the Ordinand's head. As the
congregation prayed, he extended his left hand in supplication and
once again laid his right palm on the Ordinand's head. Subsequently,
the Ordinand stood, moving towards the Bishop for investiture. The
Urara, its back end shifted to his right shoulder, preceded the Bishop
clothing him with Zande and draping the 'Kappa' over him. Handing
over the Book of Gospels, the Bishop traced the sign of the Cross on
the forehead and anointed him for priestly ministry, declaring, "Francis
Akkarapattiakal is separated, purified, sanctified, and perfected forever
in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit," then
tenderly kissed the new Priest's forehead.

As the Bishop entered the sanctuary, bowing before the altar and
concluding Qanona, the Archdeacon led the new priest around the altar,
prompting him to kiss on its left and right sides. Kneeling before the
Bishop, the new Priest kissed his hand, receiving a blessing. The
ceremony culminated in the Priestly Koinonia greeting the newly
ordained priest.

Guided by Fr. Bobby Muttathuvalayil and Fr. Daris Moolayil,
the clergy and audience were seamlessly led through the ceremony.

As Fr. Francis Akkarapattiakal stepped onto the altar for the First

Christmas: Time to Revisit the Word Incarnate

We are once again in Christmas season, a season of peace, joy,
happiness, love, togetherness, oneness, and presence of the Living God.
Every year this phenomenon called Christmas comes and goes. We,
with lot of enthusiasm, vigor and excitement, celebrate the coming of
Word Incarnate.

Christmas is an event where everyone is invited to experience
the incarnation of the Word. We can experience the spectacular event
only when we are open enough to the God's presence among us. Saint
Ignatius says that God is present everywhere and in everything. Hence
the event of the Word becoming flesh happens not only on Christmas
day, but every moment of our lives. This is what I believe Christmas is
reminding us of. Yet I feel that most of the time we miss the real
message of Christ-coming and thus we miss out God-experience in the
noisy celebration of Christmas. I would like to share with you a few
intricate, interesting and a bit cat and mouse yet obvious teachings of
Christmas, nevertheless visible only to those who are ready to shed
the stereotype understanding of God.

Through the incarnation of Jesus, the Word, God is trying to
convey some profound truths about Himself to human beings. The
first truth is that God is present where we expect him the least. We
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very well know that Jesus, God's Son was born in a cattle shed among
the stench, unhygienic, uncomfortable place and in straws and rags.
Do you think that the creator of the whole cosmos finds it difficult to
get a cozy and palatial place for coming down to the earth? It's a
contradiction to the eyes of humans; however, God wants to impart a
very important and significant revelation about finding God. God is
telling us to look for God where one least expects God. We go to
churches, temples, Gurudwaras, mosques and other religious places
to experience and find God. Indeed, God is present there. But we forget
the fact that this very God can be felt and seen elsewhere too. Through
the birth of Jesus, the Word Incarnate God is urging us to look for God
where we don't expect God to be. Only then, we can encounter God in
our lives. And these places could be our homes, spouses, parents,
brothers and sisters, children, schools, offices, marketplaces, slums, and
even dirt. Always keep our inner eyes open, so that we don't miss God
when God appears before us.

Christmas also reminds us that God who is so visible yet hard to
find, would make himself manifest to those who seek God. That is what
the search of three magi would tell us. With deep desire in their hearts,
they set out to pay tribute to the word made flesh who is master of
everything, and their desire is rewarded by God through the guidance
of a star. Even the angels come to their aid in finding the Incarnate God.
On the contrary, the priests who are supposed to be living in the
presence of God, Pharisees, Sadducees, the kings and learned, all of
whom considered themselves to be the upper layer of the society, failed
to recognize the presence of God and thus are deprived of experiencing
of God in human flesh. When we lack a deep, burning desire, we won't
be able to find God even in places of worship. Be a passionate God
seeker!

Another important message the birth of Jesus gives us is that
though God brings peace to the earth in human form, yet only those
who already possess it will experience. This is the reason the angels
while announcing birth of Jesus to the shepherds say that peace to those

of goodwill. This is the reason; the birth of Jesus was not announced to
those high priests, kings or anyone of high positions. The simple village
folk, the shepherds, who weren't egoistic, greedy, vice, not obsessed
with and troubled by worldly things and guileless, become the
recipients of the Good news as well as gift of peace. Calm our inner
turbulences, then, only then we'll find God in this Christmas.

The birth of Jesus also points out to very sublime yet pertinent
truth about God Incarnate. Our God is a god who is purely human and
purely divine. The very manner with which God chose to be conceived,
carried for 9 months by Mary, born in a manger among the stench and
dirt, taken care by St. Joseph, would tell us that our God is a down-to-
earth God who wants to reaffirm the fact that being human is also being
divine or vice versa. It's also God's way of telling us that there's divinity
within our human nature, conversely we are divine, though we seem
to have an apparent human form. It also goes to say that there no more
division that separates human or divine, thatis creator and the creation.
Though Jesus Christ's birth took place in a humble, lowly and ordinary
circumstances yet his life afterwards indeed proves that he, the Word,
was truly fully divine in every bit of his existence. Be a human, and
you will find the divine in this Christmas.

As we are gearing up to celebrate the coming of God among us,
let's not be oblivious and blind to the beautiful teachings of Christmas,
the Word becoming flesh. Let this Christmas bring us closer to divinity
and help us realize that we too are divine called to reflect this divine
nature in our attitude, words and deeds. May all be blessed.
