I even joined the Stella Maris Malayali community with fellow
Syro-Malabar Catholics and connected with nuns all over Israel. This
journey was an unforgettable experience that not only allowed work
on some incredible Decision Theory research but also deepened my
faith, and understanding of Jewish culture which remains a
fundamental pillar of our catholic identity today."
